(iii) to provide, directly or indirectly, for the relinquishment of any parental
rights and obligations of the woman with respect to the infant or infants,
which relinquishment is made to an individual not the husband of the
woman; and

(B) a person agrees, in exchange for any such relinquishment, to provide,
directly or indirectly, a benefit to the woman making the agreement described in
subparagraph (A).

(b) PROHIBITION AGAINST BROKERING OF AGREEMENTS-

(1) IN GENERAL- A person may not agree, in exchange for a benefit--

(A) to seek, on behalf of a person willing to enter into an agreement described
in subsection (a)(2), any other person willing to enter into an agreement
described in such subsection; or

(B) to knowingly otherwise facilitate the formation of an agreement described in
such subsection.

(2) CRIMINAL PENALTY FOR VIOLATION- Any person who violates a prohibition
established in paragraph (1) shall be fined in accordance with title 18, United States
Code, or imprisoned for not more than 6 years, or both.

AB 1217, Fuentes. Surrogacy agreements.

The Uniform Parentage Act defines the parent and child relationship as the legal relationship existing
between a child and the child’s parents, and governs proceedings to establish that relationship. Existing law
provides that a party to an assisted reproduction agreement may bring an action under the Uniform
Parentage Act at any time to establish a parent and child relationship consistent with the intent expressed in
the agreement. Existing law also regulates the practice of surrogacy facilitators in assisted reproduction
agreements, including surrogacy agreements.

This bill would require a surrogate mother and the intended parent or intended parents, as defined, to be
represented by separate independent counsel of their choosing prior to executing an assisted reproduction
agreement for gestational carriers, as defined. The bill also would require an assisted reproduction
agreement for gestational carriers to contain specified information. The bill would require the assisted
reproduction agreement for gestational carriers to be executed by the parties and notarized or otherwise
witnessed, as specified. The bill would prohibit the parties to an assisted reproduction agreement for
gestational carriers from undergoing an embryo transfer procedure or commencing injectable medication for
assisted reproduction until the assisted reproduction agreement for gestational carriers has been fully
executed pursuant to the requirements of these provisions. The bill would permit an action to establish the
parent-child relationship to be filed before the child’s birth, and would specify where that action may be
filed. The bill would require the parties to the assisted reproduction agreement for gestational carriers to
attest, under penalty of perjury, and to the best of their knowledge and belief, as to their compliance with
these provisions. By expanding the existing crime of perjury, the bill would impose a state-mandated local
program. The bill would provide that an assisted reproduction agreement for gestational carriers executed in
accordance with these provisions is presumptively valid. The bill would provide that the assisted
reproduction agreement for gestational carriers and related documents are not open to inspection, except by
the parties to the proceeding and their attorneys and the State Department of Social Services, except as
specified.

The California Constitution requires the state to reimburse local agencies and school districts for certain
costs mandated by the state. Statutory provisions establish procedures for making that reimbursement.

This bill would provide that no reimbursement is required by this act for a specified reason.

(b) “Fund management agreement” means the agreement between the intended parents and the surrogacy
facilitator relating to the fee or other valuable consideration for services rendered or that will be rendered by
the surrogacy facilitator.

(c) “Intended parent” means an individual, married or unmarried, who manifests the intent to be legally
bound as the parent of a child resulting from assisted reproduction.

(d) “Nonattorney surrogacy facilitator” means a surrogacy practitioner who is not an attorney in good
standing licensed to practice law in this state.

(e) “Surrogacy facilitator” means a person or organization that engages in either of the following activities:

(1) Advertising for the purpose of soliciting parties to an assisted reproduction agreement or acting as an
intermediary between the parties to an assisted reproduction agreement.

(2) Charging a fee or other valuable consideration for services rendered relating to an assisted reproduction
agreement.

(f) “Surrogate” means a woman who bears and carries a child for another through medically assisted
reproduction and pursuant to a written agreement, as set forth in Sections 7606 and 7962. Within the
definition of surrogate are two different and distinct types:

(1) “Traditional surrogate” means a woman who agrees to gestate an embryo, in which the woman is the
gamete donor and the embryo was created using the sperm of the intended father or a donor arranged by
the intended parent or parents.

(2) “Gestational carrier” means a woman who is not an intended parent and who agrees to gestate an
embryo that is genetically unrelated to her pursuant to an assisted reproduction agreement.

SEC. 3. Section 7962 is added to the Family Code, to read:

7962. (a) An assisted reproduction agreement for gestational carriers shall contain, but shall not be limited
to, all of the following information:

(1) The date on which the assisted reproduction agreement for gestational carriers was executed.

(2) The persons from which the gametes originated, unless anonymously donated.

(3) The identity of the intended parent or parents.

(b) Prior to executing the written assisted reproduction agreement for gestational carriers, a surrogate and
the intended parent or intended parents shall be represented by separate independent licensed attorneys of
their choosing.

(c) The assisted reproduction agreement for gestational carriers shall be executed by the parties and the
signatures on the assisted reproduction agreement for gestational carriers shall be notarized or witnessed by
an equivalent method of affirmation as required in the jurisdiction where the assisted reproduction
agreement for gestational carriers is executed.

(d) The parties to an assisted reproduction agreement for gestational carriers shall not undergo an embryo
transfer procedure, or commence injectable medication in preparation for an embryo transfer for assisted
reproduction purposes, until the assisted reproduction agreement for gestational carriers has been fully
executed as required by subdivisions (b) and (c) of this section.

(e) An action to establish the parent-child relationship between the intended parent or parents and the child
as to a child conceived pursuant to an assisted reproduction agreement for gestational carriers may be filed
before the child’s birth and may be filed in the county where the child is anticipated to be born, the county
where the intended parent or intended parents reside, the county where the surrogate resides, the county
where the assisted reproduction agreement for gestational carriers is executed, or the county where medical
procedures pursuant to the agreement are to be performed. A copy of the assisted reproduction agreement
for gestational carriers shall be lodged in the court action filed for the purpose of establishing the parent-
child relationship. The parties to the assisted reproduction agreement for gestational carriers shall attest,
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under penalty of perjury, and to the best of their knowledge and belief, as to the parties’ compliance with
this section in entering into the assisted reproduction agreement for gestational carriers. Submitting those
declarations shall not constitute a waiver, under Section 912 of the Evidence Code, of the lawyer-client
privilege described in Article 3 (commencing with Section 950) of Chapter 4 of Division 8 of the Evidence
Code.

(f) (1) A notarized assisted reproduction agreement for gestational carriers signed by all the parties, with
the attached declarations of independent attorneys, and lodged with the superior court in accordance with
this section, shall rebut any presumptions contained within Part 2 (commencing with Section 7540),
subdivision (b) of Section 7610, and Sections 7611 and 7613, as to the gestational carrier surrogate, her
spouse, or partner being a parent of the child or children.

(2) Upon petition of any party to a properly executed assisted reproduction agreement for gestational
carriers, the court shall issue a judgment or order establishing a parent-child relationship, whether pursuant
to Section 7630 or otherwise. The judgment or order may be issued before or after the child’s or children’s
birth subject to the limitations of Section 7633. Subject to proof of compliance with this section, the
judgment or order shall establish the parent-child relationship of the intended parent or intended parents
identified in the surrogacy agreement and shall establish that the surrogate, her spouse, or partner is not a
parent of, and has no parental rights or duties with respect to, the child or children. The judgment or order
shall terminate any parental rights of the surrogate and her spouse or partner without further hearing or
evidence, unless the court or a party to the assisted reproduction agreement for gestational carriers has a
good faith, reasonable belief that the assisted reproduction agreement for gestational carriers or attorney
declarations were not executed in accordance with this section. Upon motion by a party to the assisted
reproduction agreement for gestational carriers, the matter shall be scheduled for hearing before a judgment
or order is issued. Nothing in this section shall be construed to prevent a court from finding and declaring
that the intended parent is or intended parents are the parent or parents of the child where compliance with
this section has not been met; however, the court shall require sufficient proof entitling the parties to the
relief sought.

(g) The petition, relinquishment or consent, agreement, order, report to the court from any investigating
agency, and any power of attorney and deposition filed in the office of the clerk of the court pursuant to this
part shall not be open to inspection by any person other than the parties to the proceeding and their
attorneys and the State Department of Social Services, except upon the written authority of a judge of the
superior court. A judge of the superior court shall not authorize anyone to inspect the petition,
relinquishment or consent, agreement, order, report to the court from any investigating agency, or power of
attorney or deposition, or any portion of those documents, except in exceptional circumstances and where
necessary. The petitioner may be required to pay the expense of preparing the copies of the documents to
be inspected.

(h) Upon the written request of any party to the proceeding and the order of any judge of the superior court,
the clerk of the court shall not provide any documents referred to in subdivision (g) for inspection or copying
to any other person, unless the name of the gestational carrier or any information tending to identify the
gestational carrier is deleted from the documents or copies thereof.

The court shall rule on any motion made pursuant
to this subdivision within 15 days and prior to the entry of any
judgment.

7606.  As used in this part, the following definitions shall apply:
   (a) "Assisted reproduction" means conception by any means other
than sexual intercourse.
   (b) "Assisted reproduction agreement" means a written contract
that includes a person who intends to be the legal parent of a child
or children born through assisted reproduction and that defines the
terms of the relationship between the parties to the contract.
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FAMILY.CODE 
SECTION 7610-7614 

7610.  The parent and child relationship may be established as
follows:
   (a) Between a child and the natural parent, it may be established
by proof of having given birth to the child, or under this part.
   (b) Between a child and an adoptive parent, it may be established
by proof of adoption.

7611.  A person is presumed to be the natural parent of a child if
the person meets the conditions provided in Chapter 1 (commencing
with Section 7540) or Chapter 3 (commencing with Section 7570) of
Part 2 or in any of the following subdivisions:
   (a) The presumed parent and the child's natural mother are or have
been married to each other and the child is born during the
marriage, or within 300 days after the marriage is terminated by
death, annulment, declaration of invalidity, or divorce, or after a
judgment of separation is entered by a court.
   (b) Before the child's birth, the presumed parent and the child's
natural mother have attempted to marry each other by a marriage
solemnized in apparent compliance with law, although the attempted
marriage is or could be declared invalid, and either of the following
is true:
   (1) If the attempted marriage could be declared invalid only by a
court, the child is born during the attempted marriage, or within 300
days after its termination by death, annulment, declaration of
invalidity, or divorce.
   (2) If the attempted marriage is invalid without a court order,
the child is born within 300 days after the termination of
cohabitation.
   (c) After the child's birth, the presumed parent and the child's
natural mother have married, or attempted to marry, each other by a
marriage solemnized in apparent compliance with law, although the
attempted marriage is or could be declared invalid, and either of the
following is true:
   (1) With his or her consent, the presumed parent is named as the
child's parent on the child's birth certificate.
   (2) The presumed parent is obligated to support the child under a
written voluntary promise or by court order.
   (d) The presumed parent receives the child into his or her home
and openly holds out the child as his or her natural child.
   (e) If the child was born and resides in a nation with which the
United States engages in an Orderly Departure Program or successor
program, he acknowledges that he is the child's father in a
declaration under penalty of perjury, as specified in Section 2015.5
of the Code of Civil Procedure. This subdivision shall remain in
effect only until January 1, 1997, and on that date shall become
inoperative.
   (f) The child is in utero after the death of the decedent and the
conditions set forth in Section 249.5 of the Probate Code are
satisfied.

7611.5.  Where Section 7611 does not apply, a man shall not be
presumed to be the natural father of a child if either of the
following is true:
   (a) The child was conceived as a result of an act in violation of
Section 261 of the Penal Code and the father was convicted of that
violation.
   (b) The child was conceived as a result of an act in violation of
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Section 261.5 of the Penal Code, the father was convicted of that
violation, and the mother was under the age of 15 years and the
father was 21 years of age or older at the time of conception.

7612.  (a) Except as provided in Chapter 1 (commencing with Section
7540) and Chapter 3 (commencing with Section 7570) of Part 2 or in
Section 20102, a presumption under Section 7611 is a rebuttable
presumption affecting the burden of proof and may be rebutted in an
appropriate action only by clear and convincing evidence.
   (b) If two or more presumptions arise under Section 7610 or 7611
that conflict with each other, or if a presumption under Section 7611
conflicts with a claim pursuant to Section 7610, the presumption
which on the facts is founded on the weightier considerations of
policy and logic controls.
   (c) In an appropriate action, a court may find that more than two
persons with a claim to parentage under this division are parents if
the court finds that recognizing only two parents would be
detrimental to the child. In determining detriment to the child, the
court shall consider all relevant factors, including, but not limited
to, the harm of removing the child from a stable placement with a
parent who has fulfilled the child's physical needs and the child's
psychological needs for care and affection, and who has assumed that
role for a substantial period of time. A finding of detriment to the
child does not require a finding of unfitness of any of the parents
or persons with a claim to parentage.
   (d) Unless a court orders otherwise after making the determination
specified in subdivision (c), a presumption under Section 7611 is
rebutted by a judgment establishing parentage of the child by another
person.
   (e) Within two years of the execution of a voluntary declaration
of paternity, a person who is presumed to be a parent under Section
7611 may file a petition pursuant to Section 7630 to set aside a
voluntary declaration of paternity. The court's ruling on the
petition to set aside the voluntary declaration of paternity shall be
made taking into account the validity of the voluntary declaration
of paternity, and the best interests of the child based upon the
court's consideration of the factors set forth in subdivision (b) of
Section 7575, as well as the best interests of the child based upon
the nature, duration, and quality of the petitioning party's
relationship with the child and the benefit or detriment to the child
of continuing that relationship. In the event of any conflict
between the presumption under Section 7611 and the voluntary
declaration of paternity, the weightier considerations of policy and
logic shall control.
   (f) A voluntary declaration of paternity is invalid if, at the
time the declaration was signed, any of the following conditions
exist:
   (1) The child already had a presumed parent under Section 7540.
   (2) The child already had a presumed parent under subdivision (a),
(b), or (c) of Section 7611.
   (3) The man signing the declaration is a sperm donor, consistent
with subdivision (b) of Section 7613.

7613.  (a) If, under the supervision of a licensed physician and
surgeon and with the consent of her spouse, a woman conceives through
assisted reproduction with semen donated by a man not her husband,
the spouse is treated in law as if he or she were the natural parent
of a child thereby conceived. The spouse's consent shall be in
writing and signed by both spouses. The physician and surgeon shall
certify their signatures and the date of the assisted reproduction
procedure, and retain the spouse's consent as part of the medical
record, where it shall be kept confidential and in a sealed file.
However, the physician and surgeon's failure to do so does not affect
the parent and child relationship. All papers and records pertaining
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to the assisted reproduction procedure, whether part of the
permanent record of a court or of a file held by the supervising
physician and surgeon or elsewhere, are subject to inspection only
upon an order of the court for good cause shown.
   (b) The donor of semen provided to a licensed physician and
surgeon or to a licensed sperm bank for use in assisted reproduction
of a woman other than the donor's spouse is treated in law as if he
were not the natural parent of a child thereby conceived, unless
otherwise agreed to in a writing signed by the donor and the woman
prior to the conception of the child.

7614.  (a) A promise in writing to furnish support for a child,
growing out of a presumed parent or alleged father and child
relationship, does not require consideration and, subject to Section
7632, is enforceable according to its terms.
   (b) In the best interest of the child or the other parent, the
court may, and upon the promisor's request shall, order the promise
to be kept in confidence and designate a person or agency to receive
and disburse on behalf of the child all amounts paid in performance
of the promise.

SECTION 7630-7644 

7630.  (a) A child, the child's natural parent, a person presumed to
be the child's parent under subdivision (a), (b), or (c) of Section
7611, an adoption agency to whom the child has been relinquished, or
a prospective adoptive parent of the child may bring an action as
follows:
   (1) At any time for the purpose of declaring the existence of the
parent and child relationship presumed under subdivision (a), (b), or
(c) of Section 7611.
   (2) For the purpose of declaring the nonexistence of the parent
and child relationship presumed under subdivision (a), (b), or (c) of
Section 7611 only if the action is brought within a reasonable time
after obtaining knowledge of relevant facts. After the presumption
has been rebutted, parentage of the child by another person may be
determined in the same action, if that person has been made a party.

   (c) Except as to cases coming within Chapter 1 (commencing with
Section 7540) of Part 2, an action to determine the existence of the
parent and child relationship may be brought by the child or personal
representative of the child, the Department of Child Support
Services, the parent or the personal representative or a parent of
that parent if that parent has died or is a minor, a man alleged or
alleging himself to be the father, or the personal representative or
a parent of the alleged father if the alleged father has died or is a
minor.
   (d) (1) If a proceeding has been filed under Chapter 2 (commencing
with Section 7820) of Part 4, an action under subdivision (a) or (b)
shall be consolidated with that proceeding. The parental rights of
the presumed parent shall be determined as set forth in Sections 7820
to 7829, inclusive.
   (2) If a proceeding pursuant to Section 7662 has been filed under
Chapter 5 (commencing with Section 7660), an action under subdivision
(c) shall be consolidated with that proceeding. The parental rights
of the alleged natural father shall be determined as set forth in
Section 7664.
   (3) The consolidated action under paragraph (1) or (2) shall be
heard in the court in which the proceeding under Section 7662 or
Chapter 2 (commencing with Section 7820) of Part 4 is filed, unless
the court finds, by clear and convincing evidence, that transferring
the action to the other court poses a substantial hardship to the
petitioner. Mere inconvenience does not constitute a sufficient basis
for a finding of substantial hardship. If the court determines there
is a substantial hardship, the consolidated action shall be heard in
the court in which the parentage action is filed.
   (e) (1) If any prospective adoptive parent who has physical
custody of the child, or any licensed California adoption agency that
has legal custody of the child, has not been joined as a party to an
action to determine the existence of a parent and child relationship
under subdivision (a), (b), or (c), or an action for custody by the
alleged natural father, the court shall join the prospective adoptive
parent or licensed California adoption agency as a party upon
application or on its own motion, without the necessity of a motion
for joinder. A joined party shall not be required to pay a fee in
connection with this action.
   (2) If a person brings an action to determine parentage and
custody of a child who he or she has reason to believe is in the
physical or legal custody of an adoption agency, or of one or more
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persons other than the child's parent who are prospective adoptive
parents, he or she shall serve his or her entire pleading on, and
give notice of all proceedings to, the adoption agency or the
prospective adoptive parents, or both.
   (f) A party to an assisted reproduction agreement may bring an
action at any time to establish a parent and child relationship
consistent with the intent expressed in that assisted reproduction
agreement.
   (g) (1) In an action to determine the existence of the parent and
child relationship brought pursuant to subdivision (b), if the child'
s other parent has died and there are no existing court orders or
pending court actions involving custody or guardianship of the child,
then the persons having physical custody of the child shall be
served with notice of the proceeding at least 15 days prior to the
hearing, either by mail or in any manner authorized by the court. If
any person identified as having physical custody of the child cannot
be located, the court shall prescribe the manner of giving notice.
   (2) If known to the person bringing the parentage action,
relatives within the second degree of the child shall be given notice
of the proceeding at least 15 days prior to the hearing, either by
mail or in any manner authorized by the court. If a person identified
as a relative of the second degree of the child cannot be located,
or his or her whereabouts are unknown or cannot be ascertained, the
court shall prescribe the manner of giving notice, or shall dispense
with giving notice to that person.

7632.  Regardless of its terms, an agreement between an alleged
father or a presumed parent and the other parent or child does not
bar an action under this chapter.

7633.  An action under this chapter may be brought, an order or
judgment may be entered before the birth of the child, and
enforcement of that order or judgment shall be stayed until the birth
of the child.

7634.  (a) The local child support agency may, in the local child
support agency's discretion, bring an action under this chapter in
any case in which the local child support agency believes it to be
appropriate.
   (b) The Department of Child Support Services may review the
current practices of service of process used by the local child
support agencies pursuant to subdivision (a), and may develop methods
to increase the number of persons served using personal delivery.

7635.  (a) The child may, if under the age of 12 years, and shall,
if 12 years of age or older, be made a party to the action. If the
child is a minor and a party to the action, the child shall be
represented by a guardian ad litem appointed by the court. The
guardian ad litem need not be represented by counsel if the guardian
ad litem is a relative of the child.
   (b) The natural parent, each person presumed to be a parent under
Section 7611, and each man alleged to be the natural father, may be
made parties and shall be given notice of the action in the manner
prescribed in Section 7666 and an opportunity to be heard.
Appointment of a guardian ad litem shall not be required for a minor
who is a parent of the child who is the subject of the petition to

   (d) In any initial or subsequent proceeding under this chapter
where custody of, or visitation with, a minor child is in issue, the
court may, if it determines it would be in the best interest of the
minor child, appoint private counsel to represent the interests of
the minor child pursuant to Chapter 10 (commencing with Section 3150)
of Part 2 of Division 8.

7635.5.  In any action brought pursuant to this article, if the
alleged father is present in court for the action, the court shall
inform the alleged father of his right to have genetic testing
performed to determine if he is the biological father of the child.
The court shall further inform the alleged father of his right to
move to set aside or vacate a judgment of paternity pursuant to
Section 7646 within two years of the date he received notice of the
action to establish paternity, and that after that time has expired
he may not move to set aside or vacate the judgment of paternity,
regardless of whether genetic testing shows him not to be the
biological father of the child.

7636.  The judgment or order of the court determining the existence
or nonexistence of the parent and child relationship is determinative
for all purposes except for actions brought pursuant to Section 270
of the Penal Code.

7637.  The judgment or order may contain any other provision
directed against the appropriate party to the proceeding, concerning
the duty of support, the custody and guardianship of the child,
visitation privileges with the child, the furnishing of bond or other
security for the payment of the judgment, or any other matter in the
best interest of the child. The judgment or order may direct the
parent to pay the reasonable expenses of the mother's pregnancy and
confinement.

7638.  The procedure in an action under this part to change the name
of a minor or adult child for whom a parent and child relationship
is established pursuant to Section 7636, upon application in
accordance with Title 8 (commencing with Section 1275) of Part 3 of
the Code of Civil Procedure shall conform to those provisions, except
that the application for the change of name may be included with the
petition filed under this part and except as provided in Sections
1277 and 1278 of the Code of Civil Procedure.

7639.  If the judgment or order of the court is at variance with the
child's birth certificate, the court shall order that a new birth
certificate be issued as prescribed in Article 2 (commencing with
Section 102725) of Chapter 5 of Part 1 of Division 102 of the Health
and Safety Code.

7640.  The court may order reasonable fees of counsel, experts, and
the child's guardian ad litem, and other costs of the action and
pretrial proceedings, including blood tests, to be paid by the
parties, excluding any governmental entity, in proportions and at
times determined by the court.
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7641.  (a) If there is a voluntary declaration of paternity in
place, or parentage or a duty of support has been acknowledged or
adjudicated under this part or under prior law, the obligation of the
parent may be enforced in the same or other proceedings by any of
the following:
   (1) The other parent.
   (2) The child.
   (3) The public authority that has furnished or may furnish the
reasonable expenses of pregnancy, confinement, education, support, or
funeral.
   (4) Any other person, including a private agency, to the extent
the person has furnished or is furnishing these expenses.
   (b) The court may order support payments to be made to any of the
following:
   (1) The other parent.
   (2) The clerk of the court.
   (3) A person, corporation, or agency designated to administer the
payments for the benefit of the child under the supervision of the
court.
   (c) Willful failure to obey the judgment or order of the court is
a civil contempt of the court. All remedies for the enforcement of
judgments, including imprisonment for contempt, apply.

7642.  The court has continuing jurisdiction to modify or set aside
a judgment or order made under this part. A judgment or order
relating to an adoption may only be modified or set aside in the same
manner and under the same conditions as an order of adoption may be
modified or set aside under Section 9100 or 9102.

7643.  (a) Notwithstanding any other law concerning public hearings
and records, a hearing or trial held under this part may be held in
closed court without admittance of any person other than those
necessary to the action or proceeding. Except as provided in
subdivision (b), all papers and records, other than the final
judgment, pertaining to the action or proceeding, whether part of the
permanent record of the court or of a file in a public agency or
elsewhere, are subject to inspection and copying only in exceptional
cases upon an order of the court for good cause shown.
   (b) Papers and records pertaining to the action or proceeding that
are part of the permanent record of the court are subject to
inspection and copying by the parties to the action, their attorneys,
and by agents acting pursuant to written authorization from the
parties to the action or their attorneys. An attorney shall obtain
the consent of the party to the action prior to authorizing an agent
to inspect and copy the permanent record. An attorney shall also
state on the written authorization that he or she has obtained the
consent of the party to authorize an agent to inspect and copy the
permanent record.

7644.  (a) Notwithstanding any other law, an action for child
custody and support and for other relief as provided in Section 7637
may be filed based upon a voluntary declaration of paternity as
provided in Chapter 3 (commencing with Section 7570) of Part 2.
   (b) Except as provided in Section 7576, the voluntary declaration
of paternity shall be given the same force and effect as a judgment
of parentage entered by a court of competent jurisdiction. The court
shall make appropriate orders as specified in Section 7637 based upon
the voluntary declaration of paternity unless evidence is presented
that the voluntary declaration of paternity has been rescinded by the
parties or set aside as provided in Section 7575 of the Family Code.
   (c) The Judicial Council shall develop the forms and procedures
necessary to implement this section.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF DELAWARE: 
 

Section 1. Amend § 8-102 of Title 13 of the Delaware Code by making insertions as shown by underlining and 1 

deletions as shown by strike through as follows: 2 

§ 8-102. Definitions. 3 

In this chapter: 4 

(1) “Acknowledged father” means a man who has established a father-child relationship under subchapter III of 5 

this chapter. 6 

(2) “Adjudicated father” means a man who has been adjudicated by a court of competent jurisdiction to be the 7 

father of a child. 8 

(3) “Alleged father” means a man who alleges himself to be, or is alleged to be, the genetic father or a possible 9 

genetic father of a child, but whose paternity has not been determined. The term does not include: 10 

(i) A presumed father; 11 

(ii) A man whose parental rights have been terminated or declared not to exist; or 12 

(iii) A male donor. 13 

(4) “Assisted reproduction” means a method of causing pregnancy other than sexual intercourse. The term 14 

includes, but is not limited to: 15 

(i) Intrauterine iInsemination; 16 

(ii) Donation of eggs; 17 

(iii) Donation of embryos; 18 

(iv) In-vitro fertilization and transfer of embryos; and 19 

(v) Intracytoplasmic sperm injection. 20 

(5) “Child” means an individual of any age whose parentage may be determined under this chapter. 21 
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(6) “Commence” means to file the initial pleading seeking an adjudication of parentage in the Family Court of the 22 

State of Delaware. 23 

(7) “Compensation” means payment of any valuable consideration for services in addition to payment for 24 

reasonable medical and ancillary costs. 25 

(78) “Determination of parentage” means the establishment of the parent-child relationship by the signing of a 26 

valid acknowledgment of paternity under subchapter III of this chapter or adjudication by the court. 27 

(89) “Donor” means an individual who produces eggs or sperm, or who provides embryos used for assisted 28 

reproduction, whether or not for consideration. The term does not include: 29 

  (i) A husband who provides sperm, or a wife who provides eggs, to be used for assisted reproduction by 30 

the wife; 31 

 (ii) A woman who gives birth to a child by means of assisted reproduction, or 32 

(iii) A parent under subchapter VII of this chapter. 33 

(10) “Embryo transfer” means all medical and laboratory procedures that are necessary to effectuate the transfer of 34 

an embryo in the uterine cavity. 35 

(911) “Ethnic or racial group” means, for purposes of genetic testing, a recognized group that an individual 36 

identifies as all or part of the individual's ancestry or that is so identified by other information. 37 

(12) “Gamete” means either a human egg or sperm. 38 

(1013) “Genetic testing,” means an analysis of genetic markers to exclude or identify a man as the father or a 39 

woman as the mother of a child. The term includes an analysis of 1 or a combination of the following: 40 

 (i) Deoxyribonucleic acid; and 41 

 (ii) Blood-group antigens, red-cell antigens, human-leukocyte antigens, serum enzymes, serum proteins 42 

or red-cell enzymes. 43 

(14) “Gestational carrier” means a woman who is neither an intended parent nor a donor, who agrees to become 44 

pregnant for an intended parent by assisted reproduction with the intention of gestating and delivering the intended parent’s 45 

child. 46 

(15) “Gestational carrier agreement” means a written agreement between the gestational carrier, her spouse or 47 

partner, if any, and the intended parent, pursuant to which the intended parent agrees to become the parent of the child 48 

resulting from the assisted reproduction. 49 
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(16) “Gestational carrier arrangement” means the process by which a woman attempts to carry and give birth to a 50 

child created through assisted reproduction using the gamete(s) provided by the intended parents which may or may not be 51 

genetically related to either of the intended parents, and to which the gestational carrier has made no genetic contribution. 52 

(17) “Health care provider” means a person who is duly licensed to provide health care, including all medical, 53 

psychological, or counseling professionals. 54 

(18) “Intended parent” means a person or persons who enters into a gestational carrier agreement with a 55 

gestational carrier to become a parent of any resulting child.  In the case of a married couple, any reference to an intended 56 

parent shall include both spouses for all purposes of this chapter.  This term shall include the intended mother(s), intended 57 

father(s), or both. 58 

(19) “In vitro fertilization” means all medical and laboratory procedures that are necessary to effectuate the 59 

extracorporeal fertilization of egg and sperm. 60 

(1120) “Man” means a male individual of any age. 61 

(21) “Married couple” includes two people who are parties to a civil union. 62 

(1222) “Parent” means an individual who has established a parent-child relationship under § 8-201 of this title. 63 

(1323) “Parent-child relationship” means the legal relationship between a child and a parent of the child. The term 64 

includes the mother-child relationship and the father-child relationship. 65 

(1424) “Paternity index” means the likelihood of paternity calculated by computing the ratio between: 66 

 (i) The likelihood that the tested man is the father, based on the genetic markers of the tested man, 67 

mother, and child, conditioned on the hypothesis that the tested man is the father of the child; and 68 

 (ii) The likelihood that the tested man is not the father, based on the genetic markers of the tested man, 69 

mother, and child, conditioned on the hypothesis that the tested man is not the father of the child and that the father is of the 70 

same ethnic or racial group as the tested man. 71 

(25) “Physician” means a person licensed to practice medicine in any or all of its branches in Delaware. 72 

(1526) “Presumed father” means a man who, by operation of law under § 8-204 of this title, is recognized as the 73 

father of a child until that status is rebutted or confirmed in a judicial proceeding. 74 

(1627) “Probability of paternity” means the measure, for the ethnic or racial group to which the alleged father 75 

belongs, of the probability that the man in question is the father of the child, compared with a random, unrelated man of the 76 

same ethnic or racial group, expressed as a percentage incorporating the paternity index and a prior probability. 77 

(1728) “Record” means information that is inscribed on a tangible medium or that is stored in an electronic or 78 

other medium and is retrievable in perceivable form. 79 
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(1829) “Signatory” means an individual who authenticates a record and is bound by its terms. 80 

(1930) “State” means a state of the United States, the District of Columbia, Puerto Rico, the United States Virgin 81 

Islands or any territory or insular possession subject to the jurisdiction of the United States. 82 

(2031) “Support-enforcement agency” means a public official or agency authorized to seek: 83 

 (i) Enforcement of support orders or laws relating to the duty of support; 84 

 (ii) Establishment or modification of child support; 85 

 (iii) Determination of parentage; or 86 

 (iv) Location of child-support obligors and their income and assets. 87 

Section 2. Amend § 8-103 of Title 13 of the Delaware Code by making insertions as shown by underlining and 88 

deletions as shown by strike through as follows:  89 

§ 8-103. Scope of chapter; choice of law. 90 

(a) This chapter applies to determinations of parentage in this State. 91 

(b) The court shall apply the law of this State to adjudicate the parent-child relationship. The applicable law does 92 

not depend on: 93 

 (1) The place of birth of the child; or 94 

 (2) The past or present residence of the child. 95 

 (c) This chapter does not create, enlarge, or diminish parental rights or duties under other law of this State. 96 

(d) This chapter does not authorizes or prohibit an agreement between a woman and a man and another woman 97 

person, an unmarried couple, or a married couple in which the woman relinquishes all rights as a parent of a child 98 

conceived by means of assisted reproduction, and which provides that the man and other woman person or married or 99 

unmarried couple become the parents of the child. If a birth results under such an agreement and the agreement is 100 

unenforceable under the law of this State, the parent-child relationship is determined as provided in subchapter II of this 101 

title.

(c) Except in circumstances outlined in subsection (b), Tthe following actions may be taken before the birth of the 148 

any child: 149 

 (1) Service of process 150 

 (2) Discovery; and 151 

 (3) Except as prohibited by § 8-502 of this title, collection of specimens for genetic testing. 152 

Section 5. Amend § 8-636 of Title 13 of the Delaware Code by making insertions as shown by underlining as 153

§ 8-636. Order adjudicating parentage 155 

(a) The court shall issue an order adjudicating whether a man alleged or claiming to be the father is the parent of 156 

the child. 157 

(b) An order adjudicating parentage must identify the child by name and date of birth except an order pursuant to § 158 

8-611(a) of this title and health care providers shall report the person(s) determined by Family Court to be the parent(s) to 159 

the Office of Vital Statistics as required by 16 Del. C. § 3121, Registration of Births. 160 

(c) Except as otherwise provided in subsection (d) of this section, the court may assess filing fees, reasonable 161 

attorney's fees, fees for genetic testing, other costs and necessary travel and other reasonable expenses incurred in a 162 

proceeding under this subchapter.

Statistics to issue an amended birth registration. 169

§ 8-703. Paternity of a child of assisted reproduction. 172 

(a) A man who provides sperm for, or consents to, assisted reproduction by a woman as provided in § 8-704 of this 173

(b) The child shall be considered the child of the intended parent or parents immediately upon the birth of the 175

(e) Neither the gestational carrier, if any, nor her spouse, shall be the parent of the child. 179

§ 8-801. Short title. 192 

This Act may be cited as the Gestational Carrier Agreement Act. 193 

§ 8-802. Scope and purpose. 194 

(a) The purpose of this Act is to establish consistent standards and procedural safeguards for the protection of all 195 

parties to a gestational carrier agreement in this State and to confirm the legal status of children born as a result of these 196 
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agreements.  These standards and safeguards are meant to facilitate the use of this type of reproductive agreement in 197 

accordance with the public policy of this State. 198 

(b) This subchapter does not apply to the birth of a child conceived by means of sexual intercourse. 199 

§ 8-803.  Bases for jurisdiction over nonresident 200 

In a proceeding to enforce a gestational carrier agreement, a tribunal of this State may exercise personal 201 

jurisdiction over a nonresident individual or the individual’s guardian or conservator if:  202 

(a) The individual is personally served with notice within this State; 203 

(b) The individual submits to the jurisdiction of this State by consent, by entering a general appearance, or by 204 

filing a responsive document having the effect of waiving any contest to personal jurisdiction; 205 

(c) The individual resided in this State at the time the individual executed the gestational carrier agreement or 206 

consented to the embryo transfer; 207 

(d) The individual executed a gestational carrier agreement with a person or persons who resided in this State at 208 

the time the gestational carrier agreement was executed and voluntarily submitted to the jurisdiction of this State in the 209 

gestational carrier agreement;  210 

(e) The non-resident gestational carrier had, or is expected to have an embryo trans-fer performed in this State 211 

pursuant to a gestational carrier agreement; 212 

(f) The non-resident intended parent(s) consented to a gestational carrier having an embryo transfer in this State 213 

pursuant to a gestational carrier agreement; 214 

(g) The child was, or is expected to be born in this State as demonstrated by a provision in the gestational carrier 215 

agreement; 216 

(h) The child resides in this State as a result of the acts or directives of the individual; or 217 

(i) There is any other basis consistent with the Constitutions of this State and the United States for the exercise of 218 

personal jurisdiction. 219 

§ 8-804. Parental status of gestational carrier. 220 

A gestational carrier is not a parent of a child born as a result of a gestational carrier arrangement. 221 

§ 8-805. Rights and responsibilities of parents. 222 

(a) Any person who is considered to be the parent of a child pursuant to this chapter shall have all the rights, 223 

responsibilities and obligations set forth in Chapter 7 of this title. 224 

(b) The breach of the gestational carrier agreement by the intended parent(s) shall not relieve such intended 225 

parent(s) of the support obligations imposed by this chapter. 226 
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(c) In the event of a laboratory error in which the child conceived through means other than sexual intercourse is 227 

not genetically related to either of the intended parents, when the intent was for the child to be genetically related to one or 228 

both intended parents, the intended parents will be the parents of the child unless otherwise determined by a court of 229 

competent jurisdiction in an action which can only be brought by one or more of the genetic parents within sixty (60) days 230 

of the date of the child’s birth. 231 

§ 8-806. Eligibility. 232 

 (a) Prior to executing an agreement to act as a gestational carrier, a woman must meet the following requirements: 233 

(1) She is at least 21 years of age; 234 

(2) She has given birth to at least one child; 235 

(3) She has completed a medical evaluation; 236 

(4) She has completed a mental health evaluation; 237 

  (5) She has been represented by independent legal counsel regarding the terms of the gestational carrier 238 

agreement and been advised of the potential legal consequences of the gestational carrier arrangement which legal expense 239 

shall be paid for by the intended parent(s) if requested; and 240 

  (6) She has or obtains prior to the embryo transfer a health insurance policy that covers major medical 241 

treatments and hospitalization and the health insurance policy has a term that extends throughout the duration of the 242 

expected pregnancy and for 8 weeks after the birth of the child; provided, however, that the policy may be procured by the 243 

intended parent(s) on behalf of the gestational carrier pursuant to the gestational carrier agreement. 244 

 (b) A person or persons intending to become a parent or parents, whether genetically related to the child or not, 245 

must meet the following requirements at the time the gestational carrier agreement is executed: 246 

  (1) He, she or they have completed a mental health evaluation; and 247 

  (2) He, she or they have independent legal representation regarding the terms of the gestational carrier 248 

agreement and have been advised of the potential legal consequences of the gestational carrier arrangement. 249 

§ 8-807. Requirements for a gestational carrier agreement. 250 

 (a) A gestational carrier agreement shall be enforceable if: 251 

  (1) it meets the requirements set forth in subsection (b) of this section, and 252 

 (2)  it contains at a minimum each of the terms set forth in subsection (c) of this section. 253 

 (b) A gestational carrier agreement shall meet the following requirements: 254 

  (1) it shall be in writing; 255 
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  (2) it shall be executed prior to the initiation of an embryo transfer in furtherance of the gestational carrier 256 

arrangement; 257 

   (i) by a gestational carrier meeting the eligibility requirements of subsection (a) of § 8-804 of 258 

this chapter and, if married, the gestational carrier’s spouse; and 259 

   (ii) by the intended parent(s) meeting the eligibility requirements of subsection (b) of § 8-804 of 260 

this chapter.  In the event an intended parent is married or a party to a civil union, both spouses must execute the gestational 261 

carrier agreement; 262 

  (3) the gestational carrier shall be represented by independent legal counsel and the intended parent or 263 

parents shall have been represented by independent counsel in all matters concerning the gestational carrier arrangement 264 

and the gestational carrier agreement; 265 

  (4) each of the gestational carrier and the intended parent or parents shall have signed a written 266 

acknowledgement that he or she received information about the legal, financial, and contractual rights, expectations, 267 

penalties, and obligations of the gestational carrier agreement; 268 

  (5) if a gestational carrier agreement provides for the payment of compensation to the gestational carrier, 269 

the compensation shall have been placed in escrow with an independent escrow agent pursuant to an escrow agreement 270 

prior to the gestational carrier’s commencement of any medical procedure (other than medical or mental health evaluations 271 

necessary to determine the gestational carrier’s eligibility pursuant to subsection (a) of § 8-806 of this chapter); and 272 

  (6) It shall be witnessed by two (2) disinterested, competent adults. 273 

 (c) A gestational carrier agreement shall expressly provide the following: 274 

  (1) The written agreement of the gestational carrier to: 275 

   (i) undergo embryo transfer and attempt to carry and give birth to the child; and 276 

   (ii) surrender custody of all resulting children to the intended parent or parents immediately upon 277 

the birth of the child(ren); 278 

  (2) If the gestational carrier is married, her spouse: 279 

   (i) acknowledges and agrees to abide by the obligations imposed on the gestational carrier 280 

pursuant to the terms of the gestational carrier agreement; and 281 

   (ii) surrender custody of all resulting children to the intended parent or parents immediately upon 282 

the birth of the child(ren); 283 

  (3) The right of the gestational carrier to utilize the services of a health care provider of her choosing, 284 

after consultation with the intended parents, to provide her care during the pregnancy; and 285 
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  (4) The written agreement of the intended parent or parents to: 286 

   (i) accept legal custody of all resulting children immediately upon birth; and 287 

   (ii) assume sole responsibility for all resulting children immediately upon birth. 288 

 (d) A gestational carrier agreement shall be enforceable even though it contains one or more of the following 289 

provisions: 290 

  (1) the gestational carrier’s agreement to undergo all medical exams, treatments, and fetal monitoring 291 

procedures that the physician recommends for the success of the pregnancy; 292 

  (2) the gestational carrier’s agreement to abstain from any activities that the intended parent or parents or 293 

the physician reasonably believes to be harmful to the pregnancy and future health of the child, including, without 294 

limitation, smoking, drinking alcohol, using nonprescribed drugs, using prescription drugs not authorized by a physician 295 

aware of the gestational carrier’s pregnancy, exposure to radiation, or any other activities proscribed by a health care 296 

provider; 297 

  (3) the agreement of the intended parent or parents to pay the gestational carrier reasonable 298 

compensation; and 299 

  (4) the agreement of the intended parent or parents to pay for or reimburse the gestational carrier for 300 

reasonable expenses (including, without limitation, medical, legal, or other professional expenses) related to the gestational 301 

carrier arrangement and the gestational carrier agreement. 302 

 (e) In the event that any of the requirements of this section are not met, a court of competent jurisdiction shall 303 

determine parentage based on evidence of the parties’ intent. 304 

 (f) An escrow agent which enters into an escrow agreement with a party to a gestational carrier agreement which is 305 

governed by Delaware law, or with a Delaware resident who is a party to a gestational carrier agreement, consents to the 306 

jurisdiction of the Delaware courts for all proceedings related to the enforcement of the escrow agreement. 307 

§ 8-808.  Immunities. 308 

Except as provided in this chapter, no person shall be liable for non-negligent actions taken pursuant to the 309 

requirements of this chapter. 310 

§ 8-809.  Effect of n oncompliance. 311 

Except as otherwise provided in this chapter, in the event of noncompliance with the requirements of this 312 

subchapter, a court of competent jurisdiction shall determine the respective rights and obligations of the parties. 313 

§ 8-810.  Remedies. 314 
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 (a) Except as expressly provided in the gestational carrier agreement and subsection (c) of this section, the 315 

intended parent(s) shall be entitled to all remedies available at law or equity. 316 

 (b) Except as expressly provided in the gestational carrier agreement and subsection (c) of this section, the 317 

gestational carrier shall be entitled to all remedies available at law or equity. 318 

 (c) Specific performance is not an available remedy for a breach by the gestational carrier of a gestational carrier 319 

agreement term that requires her to be impregnated. 320 

§ 8-811.  Severability. 321 

If any provision of this chapter or its application to any person or circumstance is held to be invalid, the invalidity 322 

of that provision or application does not affect other provisions or applications of this Act that can be given effect without 323 

the invalid provision or application. 324 

§ 8-812.  Irrevocability. 325 

No action to invalidate a gestational carrier agreement meeting the requirements of subsection (b) of §8-807 of this 326 

chapter or to challenge the rights of parentage established pursuant to this chapter shall commence after 12 months from the 327 

date of birth of the child subject to §8-606(e) of this chapter. 328 

§ 8-813.  Application. 329 

 (a) The rule of construction that statutes in derogation of the common law are to be strictly construed shall have no 330 

application to this chapter.  This chapter shall be broadly construed to accomplish its intended purposes. 331 

 (b) The provisions of this Act shall apply only to agreements executed after the effective date of this Act except 332 

proceedings for pre-birth determination of parentage pursuant to §8-611(a) which may be commenced on or after the 333 

effective date. 334 

SYNOPSIS 

This Act establishes that gestational carrier arrangements are legal contracts.  It establishes a set of consistent 
standards and procedural safeguards applicable to all agreements for the protection of all parties involved in a gestational 
carrier arrangement.  It recognizes the need for intended parents to obtain legal recognition of their rights before birth of 
any resulting child especially in cases where medical decisions need to be made immediately after delivery. 

This Act also expands the jurisdiction over non-residents in circumstances in which significant acts have or are 
expected to occur within the State.

D.C. Code § 16-402  (2014)

§ 16-402. Prohibitions and penalties 

   (a) Surrogate parenting contracts are prohibited and rendered unenforceable in the District.
 
   (b) Any person or entity who or which is involved in, or induces, arranges, or otherwise assists in
the formation of a surrogate parenting contract for a fee, compensation, or other remuneration, or
otherwise violates this section, shall be subject to a civil penalty not to exceed $ 10,000 or
imprisonment for not more than 1 year, or both.

(11) “In&vitro&fertilization&embryo&transfer”&means&the&transfer&of&an&in&vitro&fertilized&preembryo&into&a&woman’s

uterus.
(12) “Preembryo”&means&the&product&of&fertilization&of&an&egg&by&a&sperm&until&the&appearance&of&the&embryonic&axis.
(13) “Pronuclear&stage&transfer”&or&“zygote&intrafallopian&transfer”&means&the&transfer&of&an&in&vitro&fertilized

preembryo&into&the&fallopian&tube&before&cell&division&takes&place.
(14) “Sperm”&means&the&male&reproductive&cell.
(15) “Tubal&embryo&transfer”&means&the&transfer&of&a&dividing,&in&vitro&fertilized&preembryo&into&the&fallopian&tube.

742.15 Gestational%surrogacy%contract.—

    "Medical evaluation" means an evaluation and consultation of
a physician meeting the requirements of Section 60.
    "Mental health evaluation" means an evaluation and
consultation of a mental health professional meeting the
requirements of Section 60.
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    "Physician" means a person licensed to practice medicine in
all its branches in Illinois.
    "Pre-embryo" means a fertilized egg prior to 14 days of
development.
    "Pre-embryo transfer" means all medical and laboratory
procedures that are necessary to effectuate the transfer of a
pre-embryo into the uterine cavity.

    AN ACT concerning civil law. 
 
    Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,
represented in the General Assembly: 
 
    Section 1. Short title. This Act may be cited as the
Religious Freedom and Marriage Fairness Act.
 
    Section 5. Purposes; rules of construction. This Act shall
be liberally construed and applied to promote its underlying
purpose, which is to provide same-sex and different-sex couples
and their children equal access to the status, benefits,
protections, rights, and responsibilities of civil marriage.
Nothing in this Act is intended to abrogate, limit, or expand
the ability of a religious denomination to exercise First
Amendment rights protected by the United States Constitution or
the Illinois Constitution nor is it intended to abrogate,
limit, or expand the Illinois Human Rights Act or the Religious
Freedom Restoration Act.
 
    Section 7. Private clubs. Nothing in this Act is intended
to abrogate, limit, or expand the exemption for private clubs
under Section 5-103 of the Illinois Human Rights Act.
 
    Section 10. Equal access to marriage.
    (a) All laws of this State applicable to marriage, whether
they derive from statute, administrative or court rule, policy,
common law, or any other source of civil or criminal law, shall
apply equally to marriages of same-sex and different-sex
couples and their children.
     (b) Parties to a marriage and their children, regardless
of whether the marriage consists of a same-sex or different-sex
couple, shall have all the same benefits, protections, and
responsibilities under law, whether they derive from statute,
administrative or court rule, policy, common law, or any other
source of civil or criminal law.
    (c) Parties to a marriage shall be included in any
definition or use of terms such as "spouse", "family",
"immediate family", "dependent", "next of kin", "wife",
"husband", "bride", "groom", "wedlock", and other terms that
refer to or denote the spousal relationship, as those terms are
used throughout the law, regardless of whether the parties to a
marriage are of the same sex or different sexes.
    (d) To the extent the law of this State adopts, refers to,
or relies upon provisions of federal law as applicable to this
State, parties to a marriage of the same sex and their children
shall be treated under the law of this State as if federal law
recognizes the marriages of same-sex couples in the same manner
as the law of this State. 
 
    Section 15. Religious freedom. Nothing in this Act shall
interfere with or regulate the religious practice of any
religious denomination or Indian Nation or Tribe or Native
Group. Any religious denomination or Indian Nation or Tribe or
Native Group is free to choose which marriages it will
solemnize or celebrate.
 
    Section 20. Severability. If any part of this Act or its
application to any person or circumstance is adjudged invalid,
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such adjudication or application shall not affect the validity
of this Act as a whole or of any other part.

    (a-5) Nothing in this Act shall be construed to require any
religious denomination or Indian Nation or Tribe or Native
Group, or any minister, clergy, or officiant acting as a
representative of a religious denomination or Indian Nation or
Tribe or Native Group, to solemnize any marriage. Instead, any
religious denomination or Indian Nation or Tribe or Native
Group, or any minister, clergy, or officiant acting as a
representative of a religious denomination or Indian Nation or
Tribe or Native Group is free to choose which marriages it will
solemnize. Notwithstanding any other law to the contrary, a

refusal by a religious denomination or Indian Nation or Tribe
or Native Group, or any minister, clergy, or officiant acting
as a representative of a religious denomination or Indian
Nation or Tribe or Native Group to solemnize any marriage under
this Act shall not create or be the basis for any civil,
administrative, or criminal penalty, claim, or cause of action.
    (a-10) No church, mosque, synagogue, temple,
nondenominational ministry, interdenominational or ecumenical
organization, mission organization, or other organization
whose principal purpose is the study, practice, or advancement
of religion is required to provide religious facilities for the
solemnization ceremony or celebration associated with the
solemnization ceremony of a marriage if the solemnization
ceremony or celebration associated with the solemnization
ceremony is in violation of its religious beliefs. An entity
identified in this subsection (a-10) shall be immune from any
civil, administrative, criminal penalty, claim, or cause of
action based on its refusal to provide religious facilities for
the solemnization ceremony or celebration associated with the
solemnization ceremony of a marriage if the solemnization
ceremony or celebration associated with the solemnization
ceremony is in violation of its religious beliefs. As used in
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this subsection (a-10), "religious facilities" means
sanctuaries, parish halls, fellowship halls, and similar
facilities. "Religious facilities" does not include facilities
such as businesses, health care facilities, educational

facilities, or social service agencies.
    (b) The solemnization of the marriage is not invalidated by
the fact that the person solemnizing the marriage was not
legally qualified to solemnize it, if either party to the
marriage believed him or her to be so qualified or by the fact
that the marriage was inadvertently solemnized in a county in
Illinois other than the county where the license was issued.

    (5) "Live birth" means the complete expulsion or extraction
from its mother of a product of human conception, irrespective
of the duration of pregnancy, which after such separation
breathes or shows any other evidence of life such as beating of
the heart, pulsation of the umbilical cord, or definite movement
of voluntary muscles, whether or not the umbilical cord has been
cut or the placenta is attached. 
    (6) "Fetal death" means death prior to the complete
expulsion or extraction from its mother of a product of human
conception, irrespective of the duration of pregnancy; the death
is indicated by the fact that after such separation the fetus
does not breathe or show any other evidence of life such as
beating of the heart, pulsation of the umbilical cord, or
definite movement of voluntary muscles. 
    (7) "Dead body" means a lifeless human body or parts of such
body or bones thereof from the state of which it may reasonably
be concluded that death has occurred. 
    (8) "Final disposition" means the burial, cremation, or
other disposition of a dead human body or fetus or parts
thereof. 
    (9) "Physician" means a person licensed to practice medicine
in Illinois or any other State.

(ii) the mother and presumed father have signed a denial of
paternity.

    (7) An acknowledgment of paternity signed pursuant to
Section 6 of the Illinois Parentage Act of 1984 may be
challenged in court only on the basis of fraud, duress, or
material mistake of fact, with the burden of proof upon the
challenging party. Pending outcome of a challenge to the
acknowledgment of paternity, the legal responsibilities of the
signatories shall remain in full force and effect, except upon
order of the court upon a showing of good cause.

AN ACT relating to parentage; revising provisions relating to 
assisted reproduction; revising provisions relating to 
gestational carrier arrangements; and providing other matters 
properly relating thereto. 

 
Legislative Counsel’s Digest: 
 Existing law establishes the circumstances under which the legal relationship of 
parent and child is established. Under existing law, the legal relationship of mother 
and child is established by: (1) proof that the woman has given birth to the child; 
(2) an adjudication that the woman is the mother of the child; or (3) proof that the 
woman has adopted the child. (NRS 126.041) The legal relationship of father and 
child is established by: (1) certain presumptions of paternity that arise if a man was 
married to, or cohabitating with, the natural mother of the child; (2) a presumption 
of paternity that arises if the man resides with and holds out the child as his natural 
child; (3) genetic testing establishing that the man is the father of the child; or (4) a 
certain voluntary acknowledgment of paternity by the man. (NRS 126.041, 
126.051, 126.053) Existing law also establishes the parentage of a child: (1) 
conceived by means of artificial insemination; or (2) born pursuant to a surrogacy 
agreement. (NRS 126.045, 126.061) This bill replaces the provisions of existing 
law governing artificial insemination and surrogacy agreements with provisions 
governing assisted reproduction and gestational agreements which are based on the 
Uniform Parentage Act adopted by the Uniform Law Commission and the Model 
Act Governing Assisted Reproductive Technology promulgated by the American 
Bar Association. 
 Sections 16-22 of this bill provide for the parentage of a child conceived by a 
woman by means of assisted reproduction. Under section 18, a person who donates 
eggs, sperm or embryos for assisted reproduction by a woman is not a parent of the 
resulting child. Sections 19 and 20 provide that a person who donates eggs, sperm 
or embryos for assisted reproduction, or a person who consents to assisted 
reproduction, with the intent of being a parent of the resulting child is a legal parent 
of that child. Section 22 provides for the parentage of a child if the transfer of eggs, 
sperm or embryos occurs after a marriage or domestic partnership is dissolved. 
 Sections 23-33 of this bill enact provisions governing gestational agreements 
under which a woman carries and gives birth to a child intending that another 
person or persons become the legal parent or parents of the child. Section 24 
provides that if an enforceable gestational agreement is entered into by the 
gestational carrier, her spouse or domestic partner, if any, and the intended parent 
or parents: (1) the intended parent or parents under the gestational agreement 
become the legal parent or parents of the resulting child upon the birth of that child; 
and (2) the gestational carrier and her spouse or domestic partner, if any, are not the 
legal parents of the resulting child. Sections 26 and 27 establish the requirements 
for: (1) a person to be eligible to be a gestational carrier; (2) the intended parent or 
parents; and (3) the execution and contents of an enforceable gestational agreement. 
Sections 30 and 31 establish remedies for a breach of a gestational agreement. 
Sections 32 and 33: (1) authorize the reimbursement of certain expenses incurred 
by a donor of a gestational carrier in connection with a gestational agreement; and 
(2) enact provisions governing the compensation paid to a gestational carrier.

 Sec. 5.  “Domestic partnership” has the meaning ascribed to 
it in NRS 122A.040. 
 Sec. 6.  “Donor” means a person with dispositional control of 
eggs, sperm or embryos who provides eggs, sperm or embryos to 
another person for gestation and relinquishes all present and 
future parental and inheritance rights and obligations to any 
resulting child. 
 Sec. 7.  “Embryo” means a cell or group of cells containing a 
diploid complement of chromosomes or a group of such cells, not 
including a gamete, that has the potential to develop into a live 
born human being if transferred into the body of a woman under 
conditions in which gestation may be reasonably expected to 
occur. 
 Sec. 8.  “Gamete” means a cell containing a haploid 
complement of deoxyribonucleic acid that has the potential to 
form an embryo when combined with another gamete. The term 
includes: 
 1.  Sperm. 
 2.  Eggs. 
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 3.  Nuclear deoxyribonucleic acid from one human being 
combined with the cytoplasm, including, without limitation, 
cytoplasmic deoxyribonucleic acid, of another human being. 
 Sec. 9.  “Gestational agreement” means a contract between 
an intended parent or parents and a gestational carrier intended to 
result in a live birth. 
 Sec. 10.  “Gestational carrier” means an adult woman who is 
not an intended parent and who enters into a gestational 
agreement to bear a child conceived using the gametes of other 
persons and not her own. 
 Sec. 11.  “Intended parent” means a person, married or 
unmarried, who manifests the intent as provided in sections 2 to 
33, inclusive, of this act, to be legally bound as the parent of a 
child resulting from assisted reproduction. 
 Sec. 12.  “In vitro fertilization” means the formation of a 
human embryo outside the human body. 
 Sec. 13.  “Parent” means a person who has established the 
parent and child relationship. 
 Sec. 14.  “Record” means information which is inscribed on 
a tangible medium or which is stored in an electronic or other 
medium and is retrievable in perceivable form. 
 Sec. 15.  “Sign” means, with present intent to authenticate or 
adopt a record: 
 1.  To execute or adopt a tangible symbol; or 
 2.  To attach to or logically associate with the record an 
electronic symbol, sound or process. 
 Sec. 16.  Except as otherwise provided by any other provision 
of law, unless parental rights are terminated, a parent and child 
relationship established under sections 2 to 33, inclusive, of this 
act applies for all purposes.

A prospective gestational carrier, her legal 
spouse or domestic partner if she is married or in a domestic 
partnership, a donor or the donors and the intended parent or 
parents may enter into a written agreement providing that:

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AN ACT prohibiting surrogacy agreements and supplementing Title 1 
9 of the Revised Statutes. 2

 BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State 4 
of New Jersey: 5 
 6 
 1. The Legislature finds and declares that: 7 
 a. The enforcement of surrogacy contracts and arrangements is 8 
contrary to the best interests of children, exploitative of women, 9 
contrary to a mother’s interest in her relationship to her child, and 10 
contrary to the State’s interest in protecting the relationship 11 
between a mother and her child. 12 
 b. Surrogacy arrangements, whether written or oral, are in 13 
direct conflict with numerous public policies of the State of New 14 
Jersey, including: the State’s policy prohibiting offers of money or 15 
payment of money in connection with an adoption; the State’s 16 
policy against trafficking in children; the State’s policy that no 17 
surrender of a mother’s parental rights will be enforced if made 18 
prior to the birth of her child; the State’s policy that custody of 19 
children should be determined based upon the best interests of the 20 
children; the State’s policy against the exploitation of women; and 21 
the State’s policy that a mother’s surrender of her parental rights 22 
with respect to her child is not recognized or enforced and a 23 
determination that such surrender was voluntary and informed. 24 
 c. Surrogacy arrangements, whether written or oral, are in 25 
direct conflict with, and are designed to terminate and destroy, the 26 
mother’s parental rights, her relationship with her child, and her 27 
fundamental liberty interest in that relationship. 28 
 d. To properly enforce and advance the State’s existing policies 29 
and laws, the Legislature must establish laws designed to 30 
discourage and deter surrogacy arrangements in any form and create 31 
legal standards for awarding pendente lite custody and awarding 32 
custody at a final hearing in those instances when such deterrence 33 
fails.

STATEMENT 13 
 14 
 According to the sponsor, in 1988 the New Jersey Supreme 15 
Court published its unanimous landmark decision in the case of In 16 
the Matter of Baby M., 109 N.J. 396 (1988), which declared 17 
surrogate mother contracts unenforceable and perhaps criminal 18 
under New Jersey law.  According to the sponsor, following the 19 
publication of that opinion, the New Jersey Bioethics Commission 20 
took testimony and evidence at public hearings, conducted 21 
extensive research, and held further public hearings to examine 22 
whether further action should be taken by the Legislature.  23 
According to the sponsor, in 1992, after three years of study, the 24 
Bioethics Commission issued a 171-page report to the Governor, 25 
the Chief Justice, and the Legislature, which recommended that all 26 
forms of surrogacy, including so-called “gestational” surrogacy, 27 
should not only continue to be unenforceable, but laws should be 28 
passed to deter such arrangements.  According to the sponsor, these 29 
recommendations included criminal sanctions for commercial 30 
brokers.  In the sponsor’s view, in the last few years surrogacy 31 
brokers have tried to circumvent the adoption and termination laws, 32 
resulting in three recent lawsuits in which State courts have made it 33 
clear that gestational surrogacy arrangements are unenforceable and 34 
that Baby M. is controlling.  In the sponsor’s view, this bill adopts 35 
the recommendations of the New Jersey Bioethics Commission by 36 
creating laws designed to deter commercial surrogacy 37 
arrangements. 38 
 This bill would prohibit surrogacy arrangements in any form and 39 
provide standards for establishing custody of and support for any 40 
children that result from a surrogacy arrangement.  “Surrogacy” is 41 
any oral or written arrangement entered into by two or more persons 42 
pursuant to which a woman agrees to attempt to carry and give birth 43 
to a child created through artificial insemination, embryo 44 
implantation, or embryo transfer, and relinquish all rights regarding 45 
that child to one or more intended parents.  In the sponsor’s view, 46 
such arrangements are contrary to the best interests of children, 47 
exploitative of women, contrary to a mother’s interest in her 48 
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relationship to her child, and contrary to the State’s interest in 1 
protecting the relationship between a mother and her child.  This 2 
bill would prohibit all surrogacy arrangements regardless of 3 
whether the mother is genetically related to the child and regardless 4 
of whether she receives compensation for her participation in the 5 
agreement.

 This bill would provide various criminal penalties for the 7 
participants in a surrogacy arrangement.  A physician who 8 
knowingly facilitates a surrogacy arrangement by assisting with the 9 
process of insemination or embryo transfer is guilty of a crime of 10 
the fourth degree and must be reported to the New Jersey Board of 11 
Medical Examiners.  Any person, other than the mother, who 12 
knowingly participates in or facilitates a commercial surrogacy 13 
arrangement is guilty of a crime of the third degree.  A commercial 14 
surrogacy arrangement is a surrogacy arrangement under which a 15 
surrogacy agent is paid compensation for initiating or assisting a 16 
surrogacy arrangement, or under which a mother is paid 17 
compensation above payment or reimbursement of medical and 18 
hospital expenses.

AN ACT concerning gestational carrier agreements, revising various parts of the statutory law and
supplementing Title 9 of the Revised Statutes.

 
     BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State of New Jersey:
 
     1.    (New section) Title.
     This act shall be known as the “New Jersey Gestational Carrier Agreement Act.”
 
     2.    (New section) Purpose.
     a.     The Legislature finds and declares that gestational carrier agreements executed pursuant to this act
are in accord with the public policy of this State.
     b.    It is the intent and purpose of the Legislature to:
     (1)   Establish consistent standards and procedural safeguards to promote the best interests of the children
who will be born as a result of gestational carrier agreements executed pursuant to P.L.     , c.      (C.        )
(pending before the Legislature as this bill);
     (2)   Protect all parties involved in gestational carrier agreements executed pursuant to P.L.     , c.     
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(C.        )(pending before the Legislature as this bill); and
     (3)   Recognize the technological advances in assisted reproductive medicine in ways that allow the use
of these advances by intended parents and gestational carriers according to the public policy of New Jersey.
 
     3.    (New section) Definitions.
     As used in this act:
     “Advanced practice nurse” means a person certified in accordance with the provisions of section 8 or 9 of
P.L.1991, c.377 (C.45:11-47 or 45:11-48).
     “Assisted reproductive technology” means procreative laboratory procedures involving human eggs or
pre-embryos, including, but not limited to: in vitro fertilization; embryo transfer; gamete transfer; pronuclear
stage transfer; and zygote transfer.
     “Attorney” means a person licensed to practice law in New Jersey or another state or the District of
Columbia.
     “Certified nurse midwife” means a midwife licensed by the State Board of Medical Examiners as a
certified nurse midwife pursuant to the provisions of P.L.1991, c.97 (C.45:10-17 et seq.).
     “Donor” means a person who contributes gametes for use in assisted reproduction.  The term does not
include an intended parent who contributes gametes to be used in assisted reproduction pursuant to a valid
gestational carrier agreement.
     “Fertilization” means the initial union of the sperm and the egg.
     “Gamete” means sperm or egg.
     “Gestational carrier” means a woman 21 years of age or older who agrees to become pregnant for an
intended parent by assisted reproductive technology without the use of her own egg.
     “Gestational carrier agreement” means the written contract between the gestational carrier and the
intended parent, pursuant to which the intended parent agrees to become the legal parent of a child created
through assisted reproductive technology and carried by the gestational carrier.
     “Implantation” means when the fertilized egg adheres to the gestational carrier’s uterine wall.
     “Intended parent” means a person who enters into a gestational carrier agreement with a gestational
carrier pursuant to section 6 of P.L.     , c.      (C.        )(pending before the Legislature as this bill), pursuant
to which the person shall be the legal parent of the resulting child.  The term shall include persons who are
single, married, partners in a civil union or domestic partnership, and couples who are not married or in a
civil union or domestic partnership.  Any reference to an intended parent shall include both spouses or
partners in a civil union or domestic partnership.  This term shall include the intended mother, the intended
father, the intended mother and intended father, the intended mother and intended mother, or the intended
father and intended father.
     “In vitro fertilization” means all medical and laboratory procedures that are required to effectuate the
formation of a human embryo outside the human body.
     “Medical evaluation” means an evaluation and consultation by a physician, a certified nurse midwife, or
an advanced practice nurse.
     “Order of parentage” means a judgment determining parentage pursuant to the provisions of a gestational
carrier agreement that satisfies P.L.      , c.       (C.        )(pending before the Legislature as this bill).
     “Physician” means a person licensed to practice medicine in New Jersey pursuant to R.S.45:9-1 et seq. or
licensed to practice in any one of the United States or its territories, or the District of Columbia.
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     “Pre-embryo” is a fertilized egg prior to 14 days of development.
     “Pre-embryo transfer” means all medical and laboratory procedures that are necessary to effectuate the
transfer of a pre-embryo into the uterine cavity.
     “Psychological evaluation” means an evaluation and consultation by a clinical social worker,
psychotherapist, or psychiatrist licensed by the State of New Jersey or licensed to practice in any one of the
United States or its territories, or the District of Columbia.
     “Reasonable expenses” means medical, hospital, counseling or other similar expenses incurred in
connection with the gestational carrier agreement, reasonable attorney fees and costs for legal services in
connection with the gestational carrier agreement, and the reasonable living expenses of the gestational
carrier during her pregnancy including payments for reasonable food, clothing, medical expenses, shelter,
and religious, psychological, vocational, or similar counseling services during the period of the pregnancy
and during the period of postpartum recovery.  These payments may be made directly to the gestational
carrier or on the gestational carrier’s behalf to the supplier of the goods or services pursuant to the
gestational carrier agreement.
 
     4.    (New section) Rights of Parentage.
     a.     Provided that the gestational carrier and the intended parent satisfy the eligibility requirements set
forth in section 5 of P.L.      , c.       (C.        )(pending before the Legislature as this bill) and the gestational
carrier agreement satisfies the requirements set forth in section 6 of P.L.      , c.       (C.        )(pending before
the Legislature as this bill), immediately upon the birth of the child:
     (1)   The intended parent shall be the legal parent of the child;
     (2)   In the case of an intended parent who is a spouse or partner in a civil union or domestic partnership,
both spouses or partners shall be the parents of the child; and
     (3)   Neither the gestational carrier nor her spouse or partner, if any, shall be the legal parent of the child.
     b.    In the event of a medical or laboratory error in which the resulting child is not genetically related to
an intended parent whose gamete was intended to be used under the agreement, the intended parent shall be
the parent of the child where the gestational carrier agreement satisfies the requirements set forth in section
6 of P.L.      , c.       (C.        )(pending before the Legislature as this bill), unless otherwise determined by a
court of competent jurisdiction pursuant to a complaint challenging parentage filed by a genetic parent
within 120 days of birth.
 
     5.    (New section) Eligibility.
     a.     A gestational carrier shall be deemed to have satisfied the requirements of P.L.      , c.       (C.        )
(pending before the Legislature as this bill) if, at the time the gestational carrier agreement is executed, she:
     (1)   Is at least 21 years of age;
     (2)   Has given birth to at least one child;
     (3)   Has completed a medical evaluation approving her suitability to serve as a gestational carrier;
     (4)   Has completed a psychological evaluation approving her suitability to serve as a gestational carrier;
     (5)   Has retained an attorney, independent of the intended parent, but for whose services the intended
parent may pay, who has consulted with her about the terms of the gestational carrier agreement and the
potential legal consequences of being a gestational carrier under the terms of this agreement.
     b.    The intended parent shall be deemed to have satisfied the requirements of P.L.      , c.       (C.        )
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(pending before the Legislature as this bill) if, at the time the gestational carrier agreement is executed, the
intended parent:
     (1)   Has completed a psychological evaluation approving the intended parent’s suitability to parent as a
result of a gestational carrier agreement; and
     (2)   Is represented by an attorney who consulted with the intended parent about the terms of the
gestational carrier agreement and the potential legal consequences of the agreement.
 
     6.    (New section) Requirements for a Gestational Carrier Agreement.
     a.     A gestational carrier agreement shall satisfy the following requirements:
     (1)   It is in writing and executed by the gestational carrier, her spouse or partner in a civil union or
domestic partnership, if any, and each intended parent.  If the intended parent is married or in a domestic
partnership or civil union at the time the intended parent enters the agreement, both spouses or partners shall
meet the requirements of subsection b. of section 5 of P.L.  , c.   (C.   )(pending before the Legislature as this
bill) and shall be required to enter into the agreement as intended parents.  If the intended parent is not
married or in a civil union or domestic partnership, no other person shall be deemed a legal parent of the
child unless that person meets the requirements of subsection b. of section 5 of P.L.     , c.      (C.        )
(pending before the Legislature as this bill) and duly executes the agreement;
     (2)   It is executed after the required medical and psychological screenings of the gestational carrier and
the psychological screening of the intended parent, but prior to the commencement of any other necessary
medical procedures in furtherance of the implantation of the pre-embryo; and
     (3)   The gestational carrier and her spouse or partner, if any, and the intended parent shall have been
represented by separate attorneys in all matters relating to the gestational carrier agreement and each
attorney provides an affidavit of such representation.
     b.    A gestational carrier agreement shall provide:
     (1)   Express terms that the gestational carrier shall:
     (a)   Undergo pre-embryo transfer and attempt to carry and give birth to the child;
     (b)   Surrender custody of the child to the intended parent immediately upon the child’s birth; and
     (c)   Have the right to medical care for the pregnancy, labor, delivery, and postpartum recovery provided
by a physician, advance practice nurse, or certified nurse midwife of her choice, after she notifies, in
writing, the intended parent of her choice;
     (2)   An express term that, if the gestational carrier is married or in a civil union or domestic partnership,
the spouse or partner agrees to the obligations imposed on the gestational carrier pursuant to the terms of the
gestational carrier agreement and to surrender custody of the child to the intended parent immediately upon
the child’s birth; and
     (3)   Express terms that the intended parent shall:
     (a)   Accept custody of the child immediately upon the child’s birth; and
     (b)   Assume sole responsibility for the support of the child immediately upon the child’s birth.
     c.     A gestational carrier agreement shall be presumed enforceable if:
     (1)   It satisfies the contractual requirements set forth in subsection a. of this section; and
     (2)   It contains at a minimum each of the terms set forth in subsection b. of this section.
     In addition, an enforceable gestational carrier agreement may include a provision that the intended parent
shall pay the gestational carrier’s reasonable expenses in connection with the agreement.
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     d.    In the event that any of the requirements of this section are not met, a court of competent jurisdiction
shall determine parentage based on the parties’ intent.
 
     7.    (New section) Duty to Support.
     a.     The establishment of the parent and child relationship pursuant to a valid gestational carrier
agreement shall be the basis upon which an action for child support may be brought against the intended
parent and acted upon by the court without further evidentiary proceedings.
     b.    The breach of the gestational carrier agreement by the intended parent shall not relieve the intended
parent of the support obligations imposed by the parent and child relationship created by the provisions of
P.L.      , c.       (C.        )(pending before the Legislature as this bill).
     c.     Unless a person who donates gametes for use in assisted reproduction enters into a written contract
to the contrary, the gamete donor is treated in law as if the gamete donor were not the legal parent of a child
thereby conceived and shall have no rights or duties stemming from the conception of the child.
 
     8.    (New section) Establishment of Parent-Child Relationship.
     a.     After the gestational carrier becomes pregnant in accordance with the gestational carrier agreement
provided for in P.L.     , c.     (C.        )(pending before the Legislature as this bill), the intended parent shall
file a complaint for an order of parentage with the surrogate of the county of the child’s anticipated birth or
the intended parent’s or gestational carrier’s county of residence.
     b.    Attached to the complaint shall be:
     (1)   An affidavit by the gestational carrier and her spouse or partner, if any, and the intended parent that
they have entered into a gestational carrier agreement in conformity with New Jersey law and, after
consultation with legal counsel, agreed to be bound by the terms of the agreement;
     (2)   An affidavit of representation by the attorney for the intended parent and the attorney for the
gestational carrier and her spouse or partner, if any; and
     (3)   A statement from the medical facility which performed the assisted reproduction regarding the
achievement of pregnancy in accordance with the gestational carrier agreement.
     c.     The Superior Court shall set a date for a hearing on the complaint within 35 days of filing.  The
gestational carrier and her spouse or partner, if any, shall be given 20 days’ notice of the hearing.
     d.    The attorney representing the intended parent shall appear at the hearing unless the court waives an
appearance.
     e.     All hearings shall be held in camera.
     f.     If the court finds that the parties have complied with the provisions of P.L.      , c.       (C.        )
(pending before the Legislature as this bill), the court shall enter an order of parentage naming the intended
parent as the legal parent of the child.
     g.     After the birth of the child, the order of parentage and application for the child’s birth certificate
shall be filed with the State Registrar of Vital Statistics pursuant to the requirements of R.S:26:8-28.  The
State Registrar shall issue the child’s birth certificate naming the intended parent as the parent of the child.
     h.     All records and filings in connection with a gestational carrier agreement shall remain confidential
and unavailable to the public, except that such records and filings may be made available to a child born as a
result of a valid gestational carrier agreement who has attained at least 18 years of age and who has
submitted a written, notarized request for the records or filings.
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     9.    (New section) Certain Provisions of Law not Applicable to Gestational Carrier Agreements.
     a.     A gestational carrier agreement shall not be considered:
     (1)   An adoption pursuant to Title 9 of the Revised Statutes; or
     (2)   A surrender of custody or termination of parental rights to the child by the gestational carrier in
violation of the requirements of Title 9 of the Revised Statutes.
     b.    The payment of reasonable expenses in connection with a valid gestational carrier agreement shall
not constitute a violation of section 18 of P.L.1993, c.345 (C.9:3-39.1).
 
     10.  Section 2 of P.L.1983, c.17 (C.9:17-39) is amended to read as follows:
     2.    As used in this act, "parent and child relationship" means the legal relationship existing between a
child and the child's natural or adoptive parents or between the child and the child’s intended parents
pursuant to a gestational carrier agreement executed in accordance with the provisions of P.L.    , c.    
(C.        )(pending before the Legislature as this bill), incident to which the law confers or imposes rights,
privileges, duties, and obligations.  It includes the mother and child relationship and the father and child
relationship.
(cf: P.L.1983, c.17, s. 2)
 
     11.  Section 4 of P.L.1983, c.17 (C.9:17-41) is amended to read as follows:
     4.    The parent and child relationship between a child and:
     a.     The natural mother, may be established by:
     (1)   proof of her having given birth to the child unless the child is born in connection with a gestational
carrier agreement executed in accordance with the provisions of P.L.    , c.     (C.        )(pending before the
Legislature as this bill), or
     (2)   under P.L.1983, c.17 (C.9:17-38 et seq.);
     b.    The natural father, may be established by proof that his paternity has been adjudicated under prior
law; under the laws governing probate; by giving full faith and credit to a determination of paternity made
by any other state or jurisdiction, whether established through voluntary acknowledgment or through
judicial or administrative processes; by a Certificate of Parentage as provided in section 7 of P.L.1994, c.164
(C.26:8-28.1) that is executed by the father, including an unemancipated minor, prior to or after the birth of
a child, and filed with the appropriate State agency; by a default judgment or order of the court; or by an
order of the court based on a blood test or genetic test that satisfies or exceeds the specific threshold
probability as set by subsection i. of section 11 of P.L.1983, c.17 (C.9:17-48) creating a rebuttable
presumption of paternity.
     In accordance with [section 331 of Pub.L.104-193] 42 U.S.C. s.666(a)(5), a signed voluntary
acknowledgment of paternity shall be considered a legal finding of paternity subject to the right of the
signatory to rescind the acknowledgment within 60 days of the date of signing, or by the date of
establishment of a support order to which the signatory is a party, whichever is earlier.
     The adjudication of paternity shall only be voided upon a finding that there exists clear and convincing
evidence of: fraud, duress or a material mistake of fact, with the burden of proof upon the challenger;
     c.     (1) An adoptive parent, may be established by proof of adoption;
     (2)   An intended parent, may be established by proof of an order of parentage related to a gestational
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carrier agreement executed in accordance with the provisions of P.L.      , c.    (C.        )(pending before the
Legislature as this bill);
     d.    The natural mother or the natural father, may be terminated by an order of a court of competent
jurisdiction in granting a judgment of adoption or as the result of an action to terminate parental rights;
     e.     The establishment of the parent and child relationship pursuant to subsections a., b., and c. of this
section shall be the basis upon which an action for child support may be brought by a party and acted upon
by the court without further evidentiary proceedings;
     f.     In any case in which the parties execute a Certificate of Parentage or a rebuttable presumption of
paternity is created through genetic testing, the presumption of paternity under section 6 of P.L.1983, c.17
(C.9:17-43) shall not apply;
     g.     Pursuant to the provisions of [section 331 of Pub.L.104-193] 42 U.S.C. s.666(a)(5), the child and
other parties in a contested paternity case shall submit to a genetic test upon the request of one of the parties,
unless that person has good cause for refusal, if the request is supported by a sworn statement by the
requesting party:
     (1)   alleging paternity and setting forth the facts establishing a reasonable possibility of the requisite
sexual contact between the parties; or
     (2)   denying paternity and setting forth the facts establishing a reasonable possibility of the nonexistence
of sexual contact between the parties;
     h.     In a contested paternity case in which the State IV-D agency requires or the court orders genetic
testing, the State IV-D agency shall:
     (1)   pay the costs of the genetic test and may recoup payment from the alleged father whose paternity is
established; and
     (2)   obtain additional testing if the initial test results are contested, and upon the request and advance
payment for the additional test by the contestant.
(cf: P.L.1998, c.1, s.38)
 
     12.  Section 6 of P.L.1983, c.17 (C.9:17-43) is amended to read as follows:
     6.    a.  A man is presumed to be the biological father of a child if:
     (1)   He and the child's biological mother are or have been married to each other and the child is born
during the marriage, or within 300 days after the marriage is terminated by death, annulment or divorce;
     (2)   Before the child's birth, he and the child's biological mother have attempted to marry each other by a
marriage solemnized in apparent compliance with law, although the attempted marriage is or could be
declared invalid, and:
     (a)   if the attempted marriage could be declared invalid only by a court, the child is born during the
attempted marriage, or within 300 days after its termination by death, annulment or divorce; or
     (b)   if the attempted marriage is invalid without a court order, the child is born within 300 days after the
termination of cohabitation;
     (3)   After the child's birth, he and the child's biological mother have married, or attempted to marry, each
other by a marriage solemnized in apparent compliance with law, although the attempted marriage is or
could be declared invalid, and:
     (a)   he has acknowledged his paternity of the child in writing filed with the local registrar of vital
statistics;
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     (b)   he has sought to have his name placed on the child's birth certificate as the child's father, pursuant to
R.S.26:8-40; or
     (c)   he openly holds out the child as his natural child; or
     (d)   he is obligated to support the child under a written voluntary agreement or court order;
     (4)   While the child is under the age of majority, he receives the child into his home and openly holds
out the child as his natural child;
     (5)   While the child is under the age of majority, he provides support for the child and openly holds out
the child as his natural child; or
     (6)   He acknowledges his paternity of the child in a writing filed with the local registrar of vital statistics,
which shall promptly inform the mother of the filing of the acknowledgment, and she does not dispute the
acknowledgment within a reasonable time after being informed thereof, in a writing filed with the local
registrar.  If another man is presumed under this section to be the child's father, acknowledgment may be
effected only with the written consent of the presumed father.  Each attempted acknowledgment, whether or
not effective, shall be kept on file by the local registrar of vital statistics and shall entitle the person who
filed it to notice of all proceedings concerning parentage and adoption of the child, as provided in section 10
of P.L.1983, c.17 (C.9:17-47)  and pursuant to section 9 of P.L.1977, c.367 (C.9:3-45).
     b.    A presumption under this section may be rebutted in an appropriate action only by clear and
convincing evidence.  If two or more presumptions arise which conflict with each other, the presumption
which on the facts is founded on the weightier considerations of policy and logic controls.  The presumption
is rebutted by a court order terminating the presumed father's paternal rights or by establishing that another
man is the child's biological or adoptive father.
     c.     Notwithstanding the provisions of this section to the contrary, in an action brought under this act
against the legal representative or the estate of a deceased alleged father, the criteria in paragraphs (4) and
(5) of subsection a. of this section shall not constitute presumptions but shall be considered by the court
together with all of the evidence submitted.  The decision of the court shall be based on a preponderance of
the evidence.
     d.    In the absence of a presumption, the court shall decide whether the parent and child relationship
exists, based upon a preponderance of the evidence.
     e.     There is a rebuttable presumption that a man has knowledge of his paternity and the birth of a child
if he had sexual intercourse with the biological mother within 300 days of the child's birth.  This
presumption may be rebutted only by clear and convincing evidence in an appropriate action based on fraud,
duress, or misrepresentation by the biological mother concerning the paternity or birth of the child.  This
claim of fraud, duress, or misrepresentation must be asserted prior to the finalization of the adoption.
     f.     This section shall not apply to a child born in connection with a gestational carrier agreement
executed in accordance with the provisions of P.L.    , c.    (C.        )(pending before the Legislature as this
bill).
(cf: P.L.1998, c.20, s.4)
 
     13.  Section 7 of P.L.1983, c.17 (C.9:17-44) is amended to read as follows:
     7.    a.  If, under the supervision of a licensed physician and with the consent of her husband or partner in
a civil union, a [wife] woman is inseminated artificially with semen donated by a man not her husband or
partner, the husband or partner is treated in law as if [he were the natural father] the husband or partner were
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the natural parent of a child thereby conceived.  The [husband's] consent of the husband or partner shall be
in writing and signed by [him and his wife] both parties to the marriage or civil union.  The physician shall
certify their signatures and the date of the insemination, upon forms provided by the Department of Health
and Senior Services, and file the [husband's] consent with the State Department of Health and Senior
Services, where it shall be kept confidential and in a sealed file.  However, the physician's failure to do so
shall not affect the [father] parent and child relationship of the husband or partner.  All papers and records
pertaining to the insemination, whether part of the permanent record of a court or of a file held by the
supervising physician or elsewhere, are subject to inspection only upon an order of the court for compelling
reasons clearly and convincingly shown.
     b.    Unless the donor of semen and the woman have entered into a written contract to the contrary, the
donor of semen provided to a licensed physician for use in artificial insemination of a woman other than the
donor's wife or partner in a civil union is treated in law as if he were not the father of a child thereby
conceived and shall have no rights or duties stemming from the conception of a child.

STATEMENT
 
     This bill, which would be known as the “New Jersey Gestational Carrier Agreement Act,” would
authorize gestational carrier agreements.  A gestational carrier agreement is a written contract pursuant to
which a woman agrees to carry and give birth to a child created using assisted reproduction on behalf of an
intended parent. Upon the birth of the child, the intended parent becomes the legal parent of the child and
the woman, who is called a “gestational carrier,” has no parental rights or obligations.
     Unlike traditional surrogacy, where a woman is artificially inseminated with the semen of the intended
father and gives birth to a child through the use of her own egg, the gestational carrier in a gestational carrier
agreement does not make use of her own egg and therefore is not genetically related to the child.  The New
Jersey Supreme Court found traditional surrogacy agreements invalid in In re Baby M., 109 N.J. 396
(1988).  The Court found such agreements violate public policy to the extent that they:
·        Provide compensation for the birth mother, which could amount to “baby selling,” in violation of

State law.
·        Require the birth mother to agree to terminate her parental rights prior to the birth of the child.

·        Circumvent established statutory requirements regarding the termination of parental rights.

·        Require the birth mother to surrender custody of the child upon birth, instead of allowing her a 72-

hour waiting period in which she is free to change her mind, in violation of the adoption statutes.
·        Fail to take into account the best interests of the child.

     The Court’s holding was founded in large part on the fact that the surrogate carrier was genetically
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related to the child, making her a legal parent of the child both through her genetic contribution and because
she gave birth to the child.  An additional reservation of the Court was that the New Jersey adoption statute
at that time prohibited payment of a birth mother’s living expenses in a private adoption.  The New Jersey
adoption laws were subsequently amended in 1993 with the enactment of section 18 of P.L.1993, c.345
(C.9:3-39.1), which permits payment of a birth mother’s reasonable living expenses.
     Advances in reproductive technology, including in vitro fertilization, now allow for the transfer of an
embryo into the body of a woman who is not genetically related to the child.  Traditional surrogacy
agreements like the one in Baby M. and adoption are no longer the only means by which a couple that is
having reproductive difficulties may have children.  This bill would take into account these advances in
reproductive technologies and permit gestational carrier agreements that satisfy certain requirements.
     A gestational carrier would be required to be at least 21 years of age, have given birth to at least one
child, have completed medical and psychological evaluations conducted by licensed professionals, and have
retained an attorney independent of the intended parent but for whose services the intended parent would be
permitted to pay.  An intended parent would be required to have completed a psychological evaluation
conducted by a licensed professional and to have retained an attorney to advise the intended parent about the
terms and potential legal consequences of entering into the agreement.  Single people, as well as those who
are married or in a civil union or domestic partnership, would be permitted to enter into gestational carrier
agreements as either intended parents or as gestational carriers.
     This bill would require that the agreement be in writing and executed by the gestational carrier, her
spouse or partner in a civil union or domestic partnership, if any, and the intended parent.  If the intended
parent is married or in a domestic partnership or civil union at the time the intended parent enters the
agreement, both spouses or partners would be required to enter into the agreement as intended parents.  If
the intended parent is not married or in a civil union or domestic partnership, any other person who wishes
to be an intended parent must duly execute the agreement as an intended parent.
     The agreement could only be executed after the parties had undergone the required medical and
psychological screenings and the attorneys who consulted with the parties would be required to submit the
affidavits of representation in any actions filed with the court.
     The agreement would be required to include express terms providing that the gestational carrier agrees to
undergo pre-embryo transfer, attempt to carry and give birth to the child, and surrender custody of the child
to the intended parent immediately upon the birth of the child.  Additionally, the agreement would expressly
state that the gestational carrier has the right to have medical care for the pregnancy, labor, delivery, and
postpartum care provided by a physician, advanced practice nurse, or certified nurse midwife of her choice
after notifying the intended parents of her choice.  The agreement would also be required to include a
provision that the gestational carrier’s spouse or partner in a civil union or domestic partnership, if any,
agrees to the obligations imposed on the gestational carrier and surrender custody of the child immediately
upon the birth of the child.  With regard to the intended parent, the agreement would be required to include
express terms that the intended parent agrees to become the legal parent of the child immediately upon the
birth of the child and assume sole responsibility for the support of the child.  An agreement including these
terms would be presumed enforceable.
     Additionally, an enforceable gestational carrier agreement may include the intended parent’s agreement
to pay the gestational carrier’s reasonable expenses in connection with the gestational carrier agreement. 
“Reasonable expenses” means payment, provision or reimbursement for medical, hospital, counseling or
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other similar expenses incurred in connection with the gestational carrier agreement, reasonable attorney
fees and costs for legal services in connection with the gestational carrier agreement, and the reasonable
living expenses of the gestational carrier during her pregnancy, including payments for reasonable food,
clothing, medical expenses, shelter, and religious, psychological, vocational, or similar counseling services
during the period of the pregnancy and during the period of post-partum recovery.  These payments may be
made directly to the gestational carrier or on the gestational carrier’s behalf to the supplier of the goods or
services.
     A parent and child relationship established by a valid gestational carrier agreement shall be the basis for a
child support order and an intended parent would be legally obligated to support the child even in the event
that the intended parent breaches the agreement.  A person who only donates gametes for use in assisted
reproduction would have no rights or duties with respect to a child born of a gestational carrier agreement
unless the donor enters into a written contract to the contrary.
     In the event of a medical or laboratory error resulting in the child not being genetically related to an
intended parent whose gametes were intended to be used in the assisted reproduction procedure, the
intended parent would be the legal parent of the resulting child provided the parties had executed a valid
gestational carrier agreement unless otherwise determined by a court of competent jurisdiction pursuant to a
complaint challenging parentage filed by a genetic parent within 120 days of birth.
     In the event the parties fail to enter into a valid agreement, custody of the resulting child would be
determined by a court of competent jurisdiction based on the intent of the parties.
     After a gestational carrier becomes pregnant in connection with a valid gestational carrier agreement, the
intended parent must file a complaint for an order of parentage with the surrogate in the county in which the
intended parent or the gestational carrier resides, or in the county of the child’s anticipated birth.  The
complaint must include an affidavit by the gestational carrier and her spouse or partner in a civil union or
domestic partnership, if any, that they have entered into and agree to be bound by a gestational carrier
agreement, affidavits of representation by the attorneys for both the gestational carrier and the intended
parent, and a statement by the medical facility that performed the assisted reproduction regarding the
achievement of pregnancy.
     The complaint must be scheduled for a hearing within 35 days of filing and the gestational carrier must
be given 20 days’ notice of the hearing.  All records and filings in connection with a gestational carrier
agreement must remain confidential and unavailable to the public, except that such records and filings may
be made available to a child born of a valid gestational carrier agreement who has attained at least 18 years
of age and who submits a written, notarized request for the records or filings.  All hearings must be held in
camera.  The attorney representing the intended parent must be present at the hearing unless the court
waives an appearance.  The court must enter an order of parentage upon finding the parties complied with
the statutory requirements to enter into a gestational carrier agreement.
     The order of parentage and application for the child’s birth certificate must be filed with the State
Registrar of Vital Statistics, who would then issue a birth certificate naming the intended parent as the sole
legal parent of the child.
     A valid gestational carrier agreement would not be considered an adoption pursuant to Title 9 of the
Revised Statutes, or a surrender of custody or a termination of parental rights in violation of Title 9 of the
Revised Statutes.  Additionally, the payment of reasonable expenses in connection with a valid gestational
carrier agreement would not constitute a violation of section 18 of P.L.1993, c.345 (C.9:3-39.1).
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     This bill would amend sections 2 and 4 of P.L.1983, c.17 (C.9:17-39 and 9:17-41), which concern the
definition and establishment of the parent and child relationship, to include intended parents pursuant to a
valid gestational carrier agreement.  It would also amend section 15 of P.L.1983, c.17 (C.9:17-52) to provide
that a valid gestational carrier agreement may serve as evidence of paternity.  This bill would provide that
the ordinary presumptions of paternity set forth in section 6 of P.L.1983, c.17 (C.9:17-43) and the provisions
of section 7 of P.L.1983, c.17 (C.9:17-44), which pertains to artificial insemination, do not apply to a child
born pursuant to a valid gestational carrier agreement.

The surrender shall be
valid and binding without regard to the age of the person executing the surrender and shall be irrevocable
except at the discretion of the approved agency taking such surrender or upon order or judgment of a court
of competent jurisdiction setting aside such surrender upon proof of fraud, duress or misrepresentation by
the approved agency. The surrender taken pursuant to this section shall be valid whether acknowledged in
this State pursuant to section 1 of P.L.1991, c.308 (R.S.46:14-2.1) or acknowledged in another state or
country pursuant to section 1 of P.L.1991, c.308 (R.S.46:14-6.1).  

   b.   Any approved agency may accept custody of a child by a duly executed instrument of surrender
from a parent or guardian of the child or from another approved agency or any agency for the care and
protection of children approved by any other state, by the United States or by any foreign country, which
has duly obtained the authority to place the child for adoption.  

   c.   A surrender executed in another state or foreign country by a domiciliary of that state or country and
valid where executed shall be deemed a valid surrender in this State if taken more than 72 hours after the
birth of the child.  

   d.   At the request of a parent of the child, an approved agency authorized to receive surrenders, may
receive that parent's surrender of his child for purposes of having the child adopted by a person specified
by the surrendering parent.  The agency shall follow all regulations regarding the securing of a surrender
and shall cooperate with the prospective parents in the processing of the proposed adoption.

   e.   A surrender of a child shall not be valid if taken prior to the birth of the child who is the subject of
the surrender.  A surrender by the birth parent of a child shall not be valid if taken within 72 hours of the
birth of the child.  The denial of paternity by an alleged father, at any time including prior to the birth of
the child, shall be deemed a surrender for purposes of allowing the child to be adopted.

In accordance with section 331 of Pub.L.104-193, a signed voluntary acknowledgment of paternity
shall be considered a legal finding of paternity subject to the right of the signatory to rescind the
acknowledgment within 60 days of the date of signing, or by the date of establishment of a support order
to which the signatory is a party, whichever is earlier.

The adjudication of paternity shall only be voided upon a finding that there exists clear and
convincing evidence of: fraud, duress or a material mistake of fact, with the burden of proof upon the
challenger;

c. An adoptive parent, may be established by proof of adoption;

d. The natural mother or the natural father, may be terminated by an order of a court of competent
jurisdiction in granting a judgment of adoption or as the result of an action to terminate parental rights;

e. The establishment of the parent and child relationship pursuant to subsections a., b., and c. of
this section shall be the basis upon which an action for child support may be brought by a party and acted
upon by the court without further evidentiary proceedings;

f. In any case in which the parties execute a Certificate of Parentage or a rebuttable presumption
of paternity is created through genetic testing, the presumption of paternity under section 6 of P.L.1983,
c.17

(2) denying paternity and setting forth the facts establishing a reasonable possibility of the

genetic testing, the State IV-D agency shall:

(1) pay the costs of the genetic test and may recoup payment from the alleged father whose
paternity is established; and

(2) obtain additional testing if the initial test results are contested, and upon the request and
advance payment for the additional test by the contestant.

6.  a.  A man is presumed to be the biological father of a child if:

(1) He and the child's biological mother are or have been married to each other and the child is
born during the marriage, or within 300 days after the marriage is terminated by death, annulment or
divorce;

(2) Before the child's birth, he and the child's biological mother have attempted to marry each
other by a marriage solemnized in apparent compliance with law, although the attempted marriage is or
could be declared invalid, and:

(a) if the attempted marriage could be declared invalid only by a court, the child is born during
the attempted marriage, or within 300 days after its termination by death, annulment or divorce; or

(b) if the attempted marriage is invalid without a court order, the child is born within 300 days
after the termination of cohabitation;

(3) After the child's birth, he and the child's biological mother have married, or attempted to
marry, each other by a marriage solemnized in apparent compliance with law, although the attempted
marriage is or could be declared invalid, and:

(a) he has acknowledged his paternity of the child in writing filed with the local registrar of vital
statistics;

(b) he has sought to have his name placed on the child's birth certificate as the child's father,
pursuant to R.S.26:8-40; or 

(c) he openly holds out the child as his natural child; or

(d) he is obligated to support the child under a written voluntary agreement or court order;

(4) While the child is under the age of majority, he receives the child into his home and openly
holds out the child as his natural child;

(5) While the child is under the age of majority, he provides support for the child and openly
holds out the child as his natural child; or

(6) He acknowledges his paternity of the child in a writing filed with the local registrar of vital
statistics, which shall promptly inform the mother of the filing of the acknowledgment, and she does not
dispute the acknowledgment within a reasonable time after being informed thereof, in a writing filed with
the local registrar.  If another man is presumed  under this section to be the child's father, acknowledgment
may be effected only with the written consent of the presumed father.  Each attempted acknowledgment,
whether or not effective, shall be kept on file by the local registrar of vital statistics and shall entitle the
person who filed it to notice of all proceedings concerning parentage and adoption of the child, as
provided in section 10 of P.L.1983, c.17 (C.9:17-47)  and pursuant to section 9 of P.L.1977, c.367 (C.9:3-
45).

b. A presumption under this section may be rebutted in an appropriate action only by clear and
convincing evidence.  If two or more presumptions arise which conflict with each other, the presumption
which on the facts is founded on the weightier considerations of policy and logic controls.  The
presumption is rebutted by a court order terminating the presumed father's paternal rights or by
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establishing that another man is the child's biological or adoptive father.

c. Notwithstanding the provisions of this section to the contrary, in an action brought under this
act against the legal representative or the estate of a deceased alleged father, the criteria in paragraphs (4)
and (5) of subsection a. of this section shall not constitute presumptions but shall be considered by the
court together with all of the evidence submitted.  The decision of the court shall be based on a
preponderance of the evidence.

d. In the absence of a presumption, the court shall decide whether the parent and child
relationship exists, based upon a preponderance of the evidence.

e. There is a rebuttable presumption that a man has knowledge of his paternity and the birth of a
child if he had sexual intercourse with the biological mother within 300 days of the child's birth.  This
presumption may be rebutted only by clear and convincing evidence in an appropriate action based on
fraud, duress, or misrepresentation by the biological mother concerning the paternity or birth of the child. 
This claim of fraud, duress, or misrepresentation must be asserted prior to the finalization of the adoption.

7. a.  If, under the supervision of a licensed physician and with the consent of her husband, a wife is
inseminated artificially with semen donated by a man not her husband, the husband is treated in law as if
he were the natural father  of a child thereby conceived.  The husband's consent shall be in writing and 
signed by him and his wife.  The physician shall certify their signatures and  the date of the insemination,
upon forms provided by the Department of Health,  and file the husband's consent with the State
Department of Health, where it  shall be kept confidential and in a sealed file.  However, the physician's 
failure to do so shall not affect the father and child relationship.  All  papers and records pertaining to the
insemination, whether part of the  permanent record of a court or of a file held by the supervising
physician or  elsewhere, are subject to inspection only upon an order of the court for  compelling reasons
clearly and convincingly shown.

Within 5 days after service of the motion an opposing party may serve and file a statement in opposition. The motion and statement
shall not exceed 5 pages. Nine copies thereof shall be filed with the Supreme Court.

On certification, either on motion of a party or the court, the appeal shall proceed to hearing upon the briefs,
appendices and transcript prepared for the Appellate Division, and 4 more copies of the briefs and appendices shall be filed, but the
Supreme Court may, on good cause shown, permit the filing of supplemental briefs.

If certification is sought to review a final
judgment of the Appellate Division, the petitioner shall, within 20 days after its entry, serve a copy of a notice of petition for
certification upon all parties who may be affected by the proceeding and shall file the original notice with the clerk of the Supreme
Court, together with the payment of the appropriate fee pursuant to N.J.S.A. 22A:2, and a copy thereof with the Clerk of the Appellate
Division. The notice shall set forth the petitioner's name and address or the name and address of counsel, if any. In civil actions it shall
designate the judgment or part thereof sought to be reviewed. In criminal, quasi-criminal and juvenile delinquency matters it shall
concisely state the offense and designate the judgment, its date and any sentence, or disposition imposed thereon and, if the
defendant is in custody, the place of confinement.

(b) Cross Petition for Certification. A cross petition for certification to review a judgment of the Appellate Division shall be
governed by the rules applying to a petition for certification, except that the notice of cross petition for certification shall be served and
filed within 10 days after the service and filing of the notice of petition for certification.

Certification will be granted only if the appeal presents a question of general public importance which has not been but should be settled by
the Supreme Court or is similar to a question presented on another appeal to the Supreme Court; if the decision under review is in conflict
with any other decision of the same or a higher court or calls for an exercise of the Supreme Court's supervision and in other matters if the
interest of justice requires. Certification will not be allowed on final judgments of the Appellate Division except for special reasons.

In all civil actions, unless a supersedeas bond has been filed or a deposit in lieu thereof made pursuant to R. 2:5-2, the petitioner shall,
within 30 days of the filing of the notice of petition for certification, deposit $300 with the clerk of the Supreme Court, to answer the costs on
the petition, if denied, and the cost of the appeal if granted, but no deposit shall be required if the petitioner is a party exempted from
making deposit by R. 2:5-2.

involved, the question presented, the errors complained of, the reasons why certification should be allowed, and comments with
respect to the Appellate Division opinion. It shall have annexed the notice of petition for certification; the written opinions of the courts
below; a copy of the transcript of any relevant oral opinions or statements of findings and conclusions of law; and in the case of a
sentencing appeal heard by the Appellate Division pursuant to R. 2:9-11, the transcript of the oral argument, which shall be requested
from the Chief, Reporting Services in the Appellate Division. The petition shall be signed by petitioner's counsel who shall certify that it
presents a substantial question and is filed in good faith and not for purposes of delay.

(b) Service, Filing and Time. Within 10 days after the filing of the notice of petition for certification or 30 days after the entry of the
final judgment, whichever is later, two copies of the petition shall be served on each opposing party and four copies thereof together
with four copies of petitioner's Appellate Division brief and appendix shall be filed with the Clerk of the Supreme Court.

Within 10 days of such service, the petitioner may serve two copies and file four copies of a reply brief not
exceeding 10 pages, exclusive of tables of contents, citations, and appendix. If certification is granted, each respondent shall file five
additional copies of the brief in opposition to certification and Appellate Division brief and appendix within 10 days following receipt of the
order granting certification. The petitioner shall file five additional copies of any reply brief within the same 10-day period.

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AMERICAN BAR ASSOCIATION MODEL ACT 
GOVERNING ASSISTED REPRODUCTIVE 

TECHNOLOGY (February 2008) 
 

PREFATORY NOTE 
 
 This proposed Model Act is the work of the American Bar Association Section of 
Family Law's Committee on Reproductive and Genetic Technology. It has been approved 
by the Section Council. The sections dealing with parentage are intended, as much as 
possible, to be consistent with and to track the corresponding provisions of the Uniform 
Parentage Act of 2000, as amended in 2002.  
 
 Since the birth of the first in vitro fertilization (IVF) baby in 1978, extraordinary 
advances in reproductive medicine have made biological parenthood possible for people 
with infertility, certain other medical conditions, for individuals who risk passing on 
inheritable diseases or genetic abnormalities, or for individuals who are effectively 
infertile due to social rather than medical reasons.  Such advances have also been applied 
to extend reproductive potential by treating post-menopausal women. These advances use 
technology to enable individuals to have children when for personal reasons they cannot 
or choose not to do so by means of sexual intercourse. These advances have also been 
used to retrieve gametes from dead or incapacitated individuals, or to manipulate 
differentiated cells to produce the equivalent or near-equivalent of a human embryo, 
capable of implantation in the uterus and gestation to term birth. 
 
 The rise of these new technologies and therapeutic modalities, including the use 
of third parties, to assist in creation or gestation of an embryo has created a host of novel 
legal issues. The resolution of these issues has caused confusion and contradictions in the 
application of a body of existing statutory and common law. It is the purpose of this Act 
to give assisted reproductive technology (ART) patients, participants, parents, providers, 
and the resulting children and their siblings clear legal rights, obligations and protections. 
These goals are accomplished by establishing legal standards for the use, storage, and 
other disposition of gametes and embryos by addressing societal concerns about ART, 
such as clarifying issues of health insurance coverage for the treatment of infertility and 
by establishing legal standards for informed consent, reporting, and quality assurance.  
  
 The Act provides a flexible framework that will serve as a mechanism to resolve 
contemporary controversies, to adapt to the need for resolution of controversies that are 
envisioned but that may have not yet occurred, and to guide the expansion of ways by 
which families are formed. That there is a need for such legislation has perhaps not been 
expressed any better than in an appellate decision involving a dispute about parentage:  
 

We join the chorus of judicial voices pleading for legislative attention to 
the increasing number of complex legal issues spawned by recent 
advances in the field of assisted reproduction. Whatever merit there may 
be to a fact-driven case-by-case resolution of each new issue, some over-
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all legislative guidelines would allow the participants to make informed 
choices and the courts to strive for uniformity in their decisions.” In re 
Marriage of Buzzanca, 61 Cal.App.4th 1410, 1428-29, 72 Cal. Rptr. 280 
(Cal.App. 1998). 

 
The Section of Family Law, in conjunction with other ABA entities and medical 
professional organizations, including the American Society of Reproductive Medicine 
(ASRM) and Society of Assisted Reproductive Technology (SART), plans and intends to 
supplement this Act with a statement of necessary provisions and standards of best 
practice for drafting the informed consents and various ART agreements suggested or 
required by this Act and, to the extent possible, develop model forms. 
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SECTION 1201. LIMITATION OF MEDICAL PROFESSIONAL LIABILIY  
SECTION 1202. SEVERABILITY  
ARTICLE 1. GENERAL PROVISIONS  
 
SECTION 101. SHORT TITLE   
 
This Act is entitled a Model Act Governing Assisted Reproductive Technology.   
 
SECTION 102. DEFINITIONS  
 
1. “Assisted reproduction” means a method of causing pregnancy through means other 
than by sexual intercourse.  In the foregoing context, the term includes, but is not limited 
to: 
 
                   (a) Intrauterine insemination; 
                   (b) Donation of eggs; 
                   (c) Donation of embryos; 
                   (d) In-vitro fertilization and transfer of embryos; and 
                   (e) Intracytoplasmic sperm injection. 
 
2. “Assisted reproductive technology” (ART) is any medical or scientific intervention, 
including assisted  reproduction, provided for the purpose of achieving live birth that 
results from assisted conception.   Assisted conception means the formation of a human 
embryo with the intent to produce a live birth.  

3. “ART storage facility” means a licensed facility that stores reproductive, biological, or 
genetic material used in assisted reproductive technology, and is in compliance with the 
Fertility Clinic and Certification and Success Rate Act.  

4. “Child” means a live born individual of any age whose parentage may be determined 
under this Act or other law. 

5.  “Collaborative reproduction” involves any assisted reproduction in which a individual 
other than the intended parent(s) provides genetic material or agrees to act as a 
gestational carrier.  It can include, but is not limited to, (1) attempts by intended parents 
to create a child through means of a gestational agreement, with or without the 
involvement of donors, and (2) assisted reproduction involving donors where a 
gestational carrier is not used. 

6. “Compensation” means payment of any valuable consideration for time, effort, pain 
and/or risk to health in excess of reasonable medical and ancillary costs. 

7.  “Consultation” means an initial in-person meeting with a licensed mental health 
professional for the purpose of educating the participants about the effects and potential 
consequences of their participation in any ART procedure. 
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8.  “Counseling” means additional consultation(s) after the initial consultation for the 
purpose of advising and supporting the participant during the implementation of any ART 
procedure.   

 

9. “Donor” means an individual who produces eggs or sperm used for assisted 
reproduction, whether or not for consideration. The term does not include: (a) an intended 
parent who provides gametes, to be used for assisted reproduction.; (b) a woman who 
gives birth to a child by means of assisted reproduction except as otherwise provided in 
Article 6; or (c) a parent under Article 6 or an intended parent under Article 7.  Embryo 
donor means an individual or individuals with dispositional control of an embryo who 
provide(s) it to another for gestation and relinquish(es) all present and future parental and 
inheritance rights and obligations to a resulting individual or individuals.  

10. “Embryo” means a cell or group of cells containing a diploid complement of 
chromosomes or group of such cells (not a gamete or gametes) that has the potential to 
develop into a live born human being if transferred into the body of a woman under 
conditions in which gestation may be reasonably expected to occur.  

11. “Embryo transfer” means all medical and laboratory procedures that are necessary to 
effectuate the transfer of an embryo into the uterine cavity. 

12. “Experimental procedure” means any procedure for which there is inadequate 
evidence of safety and efficacy. 

13. “Gamete” means a cell containing a haploid complement of DNA that has the 
potential to form an embryo when combined with another gamete. Sperm and eggs are 
gametes. A gamete may consist of nuclear DNA from one human being combined with 
the cytoplasm, including cytoplasmic DNA, of another human being.  

14. “Gamete provider” means an individual who provides sperm or eggs for use in 
assisted reproduction.  

15. “Gestational agreement” is a contract between intended parents and a gestational 
carrier intended to result in a live birth.  
 
16. “Gestational carrier” means an adult woman, not an intended parent, who enters into 
a gestational agreement to bear a child, whether or not she has any genetic relationship to 
the resulting child. Both a traditional surrogate (a woman who undergoes insemination 
and fertilization of her own eggs in vivo) and a gestational surrogate (a woman into 
whom an embryo formed using eggs other than her own is transferred) are gestational 
carriers.  
 
17. “Gestational carrier arrangement” means the process by which a woman attempts to 
carry and give birth to a child created through in vitro fertilization using the gamete or 
gametes of at least one of the intended parents and to which the gestational carrier has 
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made no genetic contribution.  [This paragraph applies only to Alternative “B” of Section 
7]. 
 
18. “Infertility treatment” means any medical treatment reasonable and necessary for an 
intended parent to achieve a live birth.  

19. “Intended parent” is an individual, married or unmarried, who manifests the intent as 
provided in this Act to be legally bound as the parent of a child resulting from assisted or 
collaborative reproduction. 

20. “In vitro fertilization” means the formation of a human embryo outside the human 
body.  

21.  “Legal spouse” means an individual married to another, or who has a legal 
relationship to another that this state accords rights and responsibilities equal to, or 
substantially equivalent to, those of marriage.   

 

22. “Medical evaluation” means an evaluation and consultation of a physician meeting 
the requirements of Section 903. 

23. “Medical information” means any individually identifiable health information 
obtained by a health care provider in the course of medical evaluation, consultation, 
diagnosis, or treatment.  

24. “Mental health evaluation” means an evaluation and consultation of a mental health 
professional meeting the requirements of Section 301. 

25. “Parent” means an individual who has established a parent-child relationship under 
this act or other law. 

26.  “Parent-child relationship” means the legal relationship between a child and a parent 
of the child.  The term includes the mother-child relationship and the father-child 
relationship. 

27. “Participant” means an individual who provides a biological or genetic component of 
assisted reproduction, an intended parent, and the spouse of an intended parent or 
gestational carrier. Gestation is a biological component within the meaning of this 
definition.   

28. “Patient” means an individual using assisted reproductive technology under the 
direction of a provider. An intended parent is a patient. 

29. “Physician” means an individual licensed to practice medicine in all its branches in 
this jurisdiction. 
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30. “Posthumous conception” means the transfer of an embryo or gametes with the intent 
to produce a live birth after a gamete provider has died.  

31. “Preservation” or “preserve” means maintaining organ, tissue, or cellular utility, 
including, but not limited to, the freezing and storing thereof through cryopreservation, 
for use in assisted conception. 

32. “Provider” means an individual (a) licensed to administer health care, and (b) who is 
qualified under this Act to provide ART services, and (c) has a provider-patient 
relationship with a participant, including all medical, psychological, or counseling 
professionals. Any professional corporation or corporation licensed by the State to 
provide health care of which a provider is an owner or employee is also a provider.  

33. “Record” means information inscribed in a tangible medium or stored in an electronic 
or other medium that is retrievable in perceivable form. 

34. “Retrieval” means the procurement of eggs or sperm from a gamete provider.  

35. “State” means a State of the United States, the District of Columbia, Puerto Rico, the 
United States Virgin Islands, or any territory or insular possession subject to the 
jurisdiction of the United States 

36. “Time of transfer” means the time at which a gamete or embryo is transferred into the 
body of a woman with the intent to produce live birth.  

37. “Transfer” means the placement of an embryo or gametes into the body of a woman 
with the intent to achieve pregnancy and live birth. 

.  . 

 
ARTICLE 2. INFORMED CONSENT  
 
SECTION 201. INFORMED CONSENT STANDARDS 
 
1. Informed consent must be provided by all participants prior to the commencement of 
assisted reproduction. 

2. Informed consent requires that all of the following be provided to all participants orally 
and in a record that meets the requirements of Section 202:  

(a) A statement that the patient retains the right to withhold or withdraw consent 
at any time prior to transfer of gametes or embryos without affecting the right to 
future care or treatment or risking the loss or withdrawal of any program benefits 
to which the patient would otherwise be entitled.   
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(b) A statement that the  donor’s, if any, right to withhold or withdraw consent to 
fertilization terminates upon retrieval of his or her gametes, subject only to the 
terms of any prior agreement in a record pursuant to Article 5.    

(c) A description of the known and potential risks, consequences, and benefits of 
ART. Such description shall include the inherent risk of embryo loss due to 
aneuploidy, failure of implantation, or thawing, and the risks associated with the 
use of hormones and other drugs that may be used, egg retrieval, multiple 
pregnancies, and selective reduction.  The patient shall be informed that there may 
be foreseen or unforeseen legal consequences and that it is advisable to seek legal 
counsel. 

(d) Description of alternative therapies and treatments, including adoption and 
natural cycling.  

(e) A statement that all existing confidentiality protections apply, and information 
about what these confidentiality protections are.  

(f) A guarantee that a patient has access to all of his/her medical information to 
the extent the law allows in this jurisdiction. The patient may have to pay a 
reasonable fee for copies of the record.  

(g) Disclosure that intended parents have a right to access a summary of medical 
and psychological information about donors and gestational carriers as described 
in this Act.   

(h) A statement that release of any participant-identifiable information, including 
images, shall not occur without the consent of the participant in a record.  

(i) A statement that the intended parent(s), not the clinic or storage facility, has 
the right to possession and control of their embryos, subject to any prior 
agreement in a record or as provided in Section 504.  

(j) A statement of the need for intended parents to agree in advance who shall 
acquire the right to possession and control of the embryos or gametes in the event 
of marriage dissolution, death of one or both of them, or subsequent disagreement 
over disposition in compliance with the provisions of Section 501 of this Act.  

(k) The policy of the provider regarding the number of embryos transferred and 
any limitation on the number of embryos transferred, as well as the existence of 
national guidelines as published by the ASRM and SART. 

(l) A statement of the need for participants to decide whether the embryos or 
gametes can be used for purposes other than assisted reproduction. 

SECTION 202. RECORD AUTHORIZATION REQUIRED  
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1. The provider must document informed consent in a record for each participant that 
must:  

(a) Be in plain language; 

(b) Be dated and signed by the provider and by the participant;  

(c) Include an agreement in a record clarifying, to the extent possible, parental 
rights of all participants (participants not named are presumed to have no parental 
rights or duties) if collaborative reproduction is used; 

(d) State that disclosures have been made pursuant to this Act;  

(e) Specify the length of time the consent remains valid; and  

(f) Advise the party signing the informed consent document of the right to receive 
a copy of the record. 

2. Except in an emergency, the record(s) must be signed by the parties before informed 
consent is valid or the commencement of any assisted reproduction.  

3. The record required in paragraph 1 of this Section shall become part of the medical 
record.  

SECTION 203. DISCLOSURES  
 
1. Disposition of  preserved embryos. Prior to each retrieval and each transfer, a provider 
must disclose to all participants who have not waived that right in a record the following 
possible dispositions of embryos, together with a statement as to which are allowed under 
applicable law:  

(a) Storage, including length of time, costs, and location;   

(b) Transfer;   

(c) Donation:  

  (i) To a known individual for transfer;  

  (ii) To an anonymous individual for transfer;   

(iii) For scientific or clinical research, including the institution conducting 
the research and the intended nature of the research, if known, subject to 
any agreement in a record as provided in Section 502; or 

 (d) Destruction.  
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3. If gametes or embryos are collected pursuant to paragraph 2 of this Section, transfer of 
gametes or of an embryo is expressly prohibited unless approved by a Court. Absence of 
a record as described in Paragraph 1 shall constitute a presumption of non-consent.  

4. Any individual or entity not acting in accordance with this Section may be subject to 
civil and/or criminal liability as provided in law. 

SECTION 206. LOSS OF EMBRYOS OR GAMETES DUE TO NATURAL 
DISASTER, ACT OF GOD, OR WAR 

A storage facility for embryos or gametes is not liable for destruction or loss of embryos 
due to natural disaster, act of God, or war. 
 
 
ARTICLE 3. MENTAL HEALTH CONSULTATION/ADDITIONAL COUNSELING  

SECTION 301. CONSULTATION AS TO MENTAL HEALTH 

1. All participants known to the ART provider must undergo a mental health consultation 
in accordance with [the most recently published standards of ASRM and SART prior to 
the ART procedure].  Providers of the consultation must demonstrate contemporaneous 
knowledge and consideration of the most recently published guidelines of ASRM and 
SART.  The results of this consultation shall not be used to arbitrarily deny any intended 
parent the right to procreate. 

2. During the consultation, the provider must offer additional counseling to each 
participant.  The offer of counseling is mandatory, but the participant’s acceptance of 
additional counseling is voluntary.    

3. For purposes of this Article, Mental health professional is an individual who:  

(a) Holds a Masters or Doctoral degree in the field of Psychiatry, Psychology, 
Counseling, Social Work, Psychiatric Nursing, Marriage and Family Therapy, or 
state equivalent; and  

(b) Is licensed, certified, or registered in this jurisdiction to practice in the mental 
health field; and  

(c) Where reasonably possible, has received training in, or has knowledge of, 
reproductive physiology; the testing, diagnosis, and treatment of infertility; and/or 
the psychological issues in infertility and collaborative reproduction. If there are 
questions about inherited or genetic disorders, the counselor must refer the 
participant to a qualified genetic counselor.  

SECTION 302. ADDITIONAL COUNSELING REQUIREMENTS  
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1. No ART procedure that involves the transfer of donor gametes or embryos to a female 
intended parent or of gametes or embryos to a gestational carrier shall be initiated or 
performed until: 

(a)  All participants made known to the ART provider have been offered mental 
health counseling following the initial consultation as provided for in Section 301; 

 (b)  The mental health professional(s) have prepared and delivered to the medical 
provider(s) a statement in a record that he or she has met with the participant(s); 

 (c)  If applicable, a prospective gestational carrier has undergone a mental health 
evaluation to determine her suitability to participate in collaborative reproduction; 
and 

 (d)  The intended parents have undergone a mental health evaluation to determine 
their suitability to participate in collaborative reproduction.  This evaluation is not 
intended to be an evaluation of the intended parent’s(s’) suitability to parent. 

2. Opportunity to receive counseling. It shall be conclusively presumed that a participant 
has had the opportunity to receive additional counseling from a mental health 
professional pursuant to Section 301 if that individual signs a statement containing the 
following language:  
 

“I understand that counseling is recommended for all participants in 
collaborative reproduction and that counseling is a separate process from 
any  consultation that [Provider] has required me to complete. [Provider] 
has given me the opportunity to meet with and receive counseling from a 
mental health professional with specialized knowledge of the social and 
psychological impact of assisted and collaborative reproduction on 
participants. I understand that I may choose any such mental health 
professional, and that I am not required to choose one recommended by 
this treatment facility.” 

 
3. Assessment available to intended parents. Prior to any transfer of gametes or embryos 
and prior to execution of any collaborative reproduction agreement, an intended parent 
shall be informed that, upon intended parent’s request, the mental health professional’s 
recommendation regarding the assessment of a participant for collaborative reproduction 
shall be provided by the ART provider.  
 
 
ARTICLE 4. PRIVACY AND CONFIDENTIALITY  
 
SECTION 401. INDIVIDUALLY IDENTIFIABLE MEDICAL INFORMATION  
All individually identifiable information obtained or created in the course of ART 
treatment is medical information and subject to medical record confidentiality 
requirements.  
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ARTICLE 7. GESTATIONAL AGREEMENT 
 
[Legislative Note:  It is not the intent of this act to conflict with or supersede provisions 
of the Uniform Parentage Act or applicable intestacy provisions of the Uniform Probate 
Code.   Accordingly, any state or territory considering adoption of this model act should 
carefully review its statutes to determine if those uniform acts have been adopted in that 
jurisdiction and, if so, refer to those existing provisions rather than enacting either 
alternative of this Article 7.  Since the gestational agreement provisions of the Uniform 
Parentage Act are bracketed and, therefore, optional, an alternative procedure to 
determine parentage in a gestational surrogacy arrangement is offered that does not 
require a judicial proceeding if, and only if, the parties comply with all of the other 
procedural protections of the statutory alternative.  The judicial preauthorization model 
is offered as Alternative A, and the administrative model is offered as Alternative B.] 
 
[ALTERNATIVE A: 
 
SECTION 701. GESTATIONAL AGREEMENT AUTHORIZED 
 
1. A prospective gestational carrier, her legal spouse if she is married, a donor or the 
donors, and the intended parent(s) may enter into a agreement in a record providing that: 

 (a) The prospective gestational carrier agrees to pregnancy by means of assisted 
reproduction; 

 (b) The prospective gestational carrier, her legal spouse if she is married, and the 
donors relinquish all rights and duties as the parents of a child conceived through 
assisted reproduction; and 

 (c) The intended parents become the parents of the child. 

2. The  intended parents must be parties to the gestational agreement. 

3. A gestational agreement is enforceable only if validated as provided in Section 703. 

4. A gestational agreement does not apply to the birth of a child conceived by means of 
sexual intercourse. 

5. A gestational agreement may provide for payment of consideration under Article 8 of 
this Act. 

6. A gestational agreement may not limit the right of the gestational carrier to make 
decisions to safeguard her health or that of the embryo(s) or fetus.  

SECTION 702. REQUIREMENTS OF PETITION 

1. The intended parents and the prospective gestational carrier may commence a 
proceeding in the [appropriate court] to validate a gestational agreement. 
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2. A proceeding to validate a gestational agreement may not be maintained unless: 

 (a) The carrier or the intended parents have been residents of this State for at least 
90 days; 

 (b) The prospective gestational carrier’s legal spouse, if she is married, is joined 
in the proceeding; and 

 (c) A copy of the gestational agreement is attached to the petition. 

SECTION 703. HEARING TO VALIDATE GESTATIONAL AGREEMENT 
  
1. If the requirements of  paragraph 2 are satisfied, a court may issue an order validating 
the gestational agreement and declaring that the intended parents will be the parents of a 
child born during the term of the agreement. 

2.  The court may issue an order under  paragraph 1 only on finding that: 

 (a) The residence requirements of Section 702 have been satisfied and the parties 
have submitted to the jurisdiction of the court under the jurisdictional standards of 
this Act; 

 (b) Unless waived by the court, the relevant child-welfare agency has made a 
home study of the intended parents and the intended parents meet the standards of 
suitability applicable to adoptive parents;   

 (c) All parties have voluntarily entered into the agreement and understand its 
terms; 

 (d) Adequate provision has been made for all reasonable health-care expense 
associated with the gestational agreement until the birth of the child, including 
responsibility for those expenses if the agreement is terminated; and 

 (e) The consideration, if any, paid to the prospective gestational carrier is 
reasonable. 

SECTION 704. INSPECTION OF RECORDS 
 
The proceedings, records, and identities of the individual parties to a gestational 
agreement under this article are subject to inspection under the standards of 
confidentiality applicable to adoptions as provided under other law of this State. 
 
SECTION 705. EXCLUSIVE, CONTINUING JURISDICTION 
  
Subject to the jurisdictional standards of Section 201 of the Uniform Child Custody 
Jurisdiction and Enforcement Act, the court conducting a proceeding under this article 
has exclusive, continuing jurisdiction of all matters arising out of the gestational 
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agreement until a child born to the gestational carrier during the period governed by the 
agreement attains the age of 180 days. 
 
SECTION 706. TERMINATION OF GESTATIONAL AGREEMENT 
  
1. After issuance of an order under this article, but before the prospective gestational 
carrier becomes pregnant by means of assisted reproduction, the prospective gestational 
carrier, her legal spouse , or either of the intended parents may terminate the gestational 
agreement by giving notice of termination in a record to all other parties. 

2. The court for good cause shown may terminate the gestational agreement. 

3. An individual who terminates a gestational agreement shall file notice of the 
termination with the court. On receipt of the notice, the court shall vacate the order issued 
under this article. An individual who does not notify the court of the termination of the 
agreement is subject to appropriate sanctions. 

4. Neither a prospective gestational carrier nor her legal spouse, if any, is liable to the 
intended parents for terminating a gestational agreement pursuant to this Section. 

SECTION 707. PARENTAGE UNDER VALIDATED GESTATIONAL AGREEMENT 
 
1. Upon birth of a child to a gestational carrier, the intended parents shall file notice with 
the court that a child has been born to the gestational carrier within 300 days after 
assisted reproduction. Thereupon, the court shall issue an order: 

 (a) Confirming that the intended parents are the parents of the child; 

(b) If necessary, ordering that the child be surrendered to the intended parents; 
and 

 (c) Directing the agency maintaining birth records to issue a birth certificate 
naming the intended parents as parents of the child. 

2. If the parentage of a child born to a gestational carrier is alleged not to be the result of 
assisted reproduction, the court shall order genetic testing to determine the parentage of 
the child. 

3. If the intended parents fail to file notice required under  paragraph 1, the gestational 
carrier or the appropriate State agency may file notice with the court that a child has been 
born to the gestational carrier within 300 days after assisted reproduction. Upon proof of 
a court order issued pursuant to Section 703 validating the gestational agreement, the 
court shall order the intended parents are the parents of the child and are financially 
responsible for the child. 
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SECTION 708. GESTATIONAL AGREEMENT: EFFECT OF SUBSEQUENT 
MARRIAGE 
  
1. After the issuance of an order under this article, subsequent marriage of the gestational 
carrier does not affect the validity of a gestational agreement, her legal spouse’s consent 
to the agreement is not required, and her legal spouse is not a presumed father of the 
resulting child. 
 
SECTION 709. EFFECT OF NONVALIDATED GESTATIONAL AGREEMENT 
  
1. A gestational agreement, whether in a record or not, that is not judicially validated is 
not enforceable. 

2.  If a birth results under a gestational agreement that is not judicially validated as 
provided in this Section 703, the parent-child relationship is determined as provided 
under other law. 

3. Individuals who are parties to a nonvalidated gestational agreement as intended parents 
may be held liable for support of the resulting child under other law.  

END ALTERNATIVE A] 
 
[ALTERNATIVE B: 
 
SECTION 701.  RIGHTS OF PARENTAGE 
 
1.  Except as provided in this Act, the woman who gives birth to a child is presumed to be 
the mother of that child for purposes of State law. 

2.  In the case of a gestational carrier arrangement satisfying the requirements set forth in  
paragraph 4 of this Section: 

(a) The intended parents shall be the parents of the child for purposes of State law 
immediately upon the birth of the child; 

 (c) The child shall be considered the child of the intended parent or parents for 
purposes of State law immediately upon the birth of the child; 

(d) Parental rights shall vest in the intended parent or parents immediately upon 
the birth of the child; 

(e) Sole custody of the child shall rest with the intended parent or parents 
immediately upon the birth of the child; and  

(f)  Neither the gestational carrier nor her legal spouse, if any, shall be the parent 
of the child for purposes of State law immediately upon the birth of the child. 
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3. In the case of a gestational carrier arrangement meeting the requirements set forth in 
subsection 4 of this Section, in the event of a laboratory error in which the resulting child 
is not genetically related to either of the intended parents, the intended parents will be the 
parents of the child for purposes of State law unless otherwise determined by a court of 
competent jurisdiction in an action which can only be brought by one or more of the 
genetic parents within sixty (60) days of the date of the child’s birth. 

4. The parties to a gestational carrier arrangement shall assume the rights and obligations 
of  paragraphs 2 and 3 of this Section if: 

(a) The gestational carrier satisfies the eligibility requirements set forth in  
paragraph 1 of Section 702; 

(b)  The intended parent or parents satisfy the eligibility requirements set forth in  
paragraph 2 of Section 702; and 

(c) The gestational carrier arrangement occurs pursuant to a gestational agreement 
meeting the requirements set forth in Section 703. 

SECTION 702.  ELIGIBILITY 
 
1. A gestational carrier shall be deemed to have satisfied the requirements of this Act if 
she has met the following requirements at the time the gestational agreement is executed: 

(a) She is at least 21 years of age; 

(b) She has given birth to at least one child; 

(c) She has completed a medical evaluation relating to the anticipated pregnancy; 

(d) She has completed a mental health evaluation relating to the anticipated 
gestational carrier arrangement; 

(e)  She has undergone legal consultation with independent legal counsel 
regarding the terms of the gestational agreement and the potential legal 
consequences of the gestational carrier arrangement; and 

(f) She has, or obtains prior to the embryo transfer, a health insurance policy that 
covers major medical treatments and hospitalization and the health insurance 
policy has a term that extends throughout the duration of the expected pregnancy 
and for 8 weeks after the birth of the child; provided, however, that the policy 
may be procured by the intended parents on behalf of the gestational carrier 
pursuant to the gestational agreement. 

2.  The intended parent or parents shall be deemed to have satisfied the requirements of 
this Act if he, she, or they have met the following requirements at the time the gestational 
agreement is executed:

(a) He, she, or they contribute at least one of the gametes  that will ultimately 
result in an embryo that the gestational carrier will attempt to carry to term; 

(b) He, she, or they have a medical need for the gestational carrier arrangement 
as evidenced by a qualified physician’s affidavit attached to the gestational 
agreement; 

(c) He, she, or they have completed a mental health evaluation relating to the 
anticipated gestational carrier arrangement; and 

(d) He, she, or they have undergone legal consultation with independent legal 
counsel regarding the terms of the gestational agreement and the potential legal 
consequences of the gestational carrier arrangement. 
 

SECTION 703.  REQUIREMENTS FOR A GESTATIONAL AGREEMENT. 
 
1.   A gestational agreement is enforceable only if: 

(a) It meets the contractual requirements set forth in  paragraph 2 of this Section; 
and  

(b) It contains at a minimum each of the terms set forth in  paragraph 3 of this 
Section. 

2.   A gestational agreement shall meet the following requirements: 

(a) It shall be in writing; 

(b) It shall be executed prior to the commencement of any medical procedures in 
furtherance of the gestational carrier arrangement (other than medical or mental 
health evaluations necessary to determine eligibility of the parties pursuant to 
Section 702 of this Act) : 

(i) By a gestational carrier meeting the eligibility requirements of  
paragraph 1 of Section 702 of this Act and, if married, the gestational 
carrier’s legal spouse; and 

(ii) By the intended parent or parents meeting the eligibility requirements 
of  paragraph 2 of Section 702 of this Act.  In the event an intended parent 
is married, both wife and her legal spouse must execute the gestational 
agreement; 

(c) Each of the gestational carrier and the intended parent or parents shall have 
been represented by separate, independent counsel in all matters concerning the 
gestational carrier arrangement and the gestational agreement; 

(d) Each of the gestational carrier and the intended parent or parents shall have 
signed a written acknowledgment that he or she received information about the 
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legal, financial, and contractual rights, expectations, penalties, and obligations of 
the gestational agreement; 

(e) If the gestational agreement provides for the payment of compensation to the 
gestational carrier, the compensation shall have been placed in escrow with an 
independent escrow agent prior to the gestational carrier’s commencement of any 
medical procedure (other than medical or mental health evaluations necessary to 
determine the gestational carrier’s eligibility pursuant to  paragraph 1 of Section 
702 of this Act); and 

(f) It shall be witnessed by two (2) disinterested competent adults. 

3.   A gestational agreement shall provide for: 

 (a)   The express written agreement of the gestational carrier to: 

(i) Undergo embryo or gamete transfer and attempt to carry and give birth 
to the child; and 

(ii) Surrender custody of  all resulting children to the intended parent or 
parents immediately upon the birth; 

(b)   If the gestational carrier is married, the express agreement of her  legal 
spouse to: 

(i) Undertake the obligations imposed on the gestational carrier pursuant 
to the terms of the gestational agreement; and 

(ii) Surrender custody of all resulting children to the intended parent or 
parents immediately upon the birth; 

(c) The right of the gestational carrier to utilize the services of a physician of her 
choosing, after consultation with the intended parents, to provide her care during 
the pregnancy; and 

(d) The express written agreement of the intended parent or parents to: 

(i)  Accept custody of all resulting children immediately upon  birth 
regardless of number, gender, or mental or physical condition; and 

(ii) Assume sole responsibility for the support of the child immediately 
upon his or her birth. 

4.   A gestational agreement is enforceable even though it contains one or more of the 
following provisions: 
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(a) The gestational carrier’s agreement to undergo all medical exams, treatments, 
and fetal monitoring procedures that the physician recommends for the success of 
the pregnancy; 

(b) The gestational carrier’s agreement to abstain from any activities that the 
intended parent or parents or the physician reasonably believes to be harmful to 
the pregnancy and future health of the child, including, without limitation, 
smoking, drinking alcohol, using non-prescribed drugs, using prescription drugs 
not authorized by a physician aware of the gestational carrier’s pregnancy, 
exposure to radiation, or any other activities proscribed by a health care provider; 

(c) The agreement of the intended parent or parents to pay the gestational carrier 
reasonable compensation; and 

(d) The agreement of the intended parent or parents to pay for or reimburse the 
gestational carrier for reasonable expenses (including, without limitation, medical, 
legal, or other professional expenses) related to the gestational carrier 
arrangement and the gestational agreement. 

SECTION 704. DUTY TO SUPPORT 
 
1.   Any individual who is considered to be the parent of the child pursuant to Section 701 
of this Act shall be obligated to support the child. 

2.   The breach of the gestational agreement by the intended parent or parents shall not 
relieve such intended parent or parents of the support obligations imposed by this Act. 

3.   A gamete donor may be liable for child support only if he or she fails to enter into a 
legal agreement in which the donor relinquishes rights to any gametes, resulting embryos, 
or children and the intended parent or parents fail to enter into an agreement in which the 
intended parent or parents agree to assume all rights and responsibilities for any resulting 
child. 

SECTION 705. ESTABLISHMENT OF THE PARENT-CHILD RELATIONSHIP 
 
1.  For purposes of the State’s relevant parentage act, the parent-child relationship that 
arises immediately upon the birth of the child pursuant to Section 701 is established, if, 
prior to or within 24 hours of the birth of a child born through a gestational carrier 
arrangement, the attorneys representing both the gestational carrier and the intended 
parent or parents certify that the parties entered into the gestational agreement intended to 
satisfy the requirements of Section 703 of this Act with respect to the child. 

2.  The attorneys’ certifications required by  paragraph 1 of this Section shall be filed on 
forms prescribed by the relevant State regulatory agency and in a manner consistent with 
the requirements of the State’s relevant parentage act, if any. 
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3.  The attorney certifications required by  paragraph 1 of this Section shall be effective 
for all purposes hereunder if completed prior to or within twenty-four (24) hours after the 
child’s birth. 

4. Upon compliance with the certification provision of this Section, all hospital 
representatives and/or employees and the State’s relevant regulatory agency shall 
complete all birth records and the original birth certificate of the child to reflect the 
intended parent or parents, and only the intended parent or parents, as the child’s 
parent(s) thereon. 

SECTION 706.  EFFECT OF GESTATIONAL CARRIER’S SUBSEQUENT 
MARRIAGE 

Subsequent marriage of the gestational carrier after her execution of a gestational 
agreement does not affect the validity of the gestational agreement, her legal spouse’s 
consent to the gestational agreement is not required, and her legal spouse is not a 
presumed parent of the resulting child. 

SECTION 707.  IMMUNITIES 
 
Except as provided in this Act, no person shall be civilly or criminally liable for non-
negligent actions taken pursuant to the requirements of this Act.  This provision shall not 
prevent liability or actions between or among the parties, including actions brought by or 
on behalf of the child, based on negligent, reckless, willful, or intentional acts that result 
in damages to any party. 
 
SECTION 708. NONCOMPLIANCE 
 
Noncompliance occurs when the gestational carrier, her spouse, or the intended parent or 
parents breach a provision of the gestational agreement or any party to or agreement for a 
surrogacy arrangement fails to meet any of the requirements of this Act. 
 
SECTION 709.  EFFECT OF NONCOMPLIANCE 
 
1.  In the event of Noncompliance as defined in Section 707, a court of competent 
jurisdiction shall determine the respective rights and obligations of the parties to any 
surrogacy arrangement based solely on evidence of the parties’ original intent. 

2.  There shall be no specific performance remedy available for a breach by the 
gestational carrier of a gestational agreement term that requires her to be impregnated. 

SECTION 710.  DAMAGES 
 
1.  Except as expressly provided in the gestational agreement, the intended parent or 
parents shall be entitled to all remedies available at law or equity. 
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2.  Except as expressly provided in the gestational agreement, the gestational carrier shall 
be entitled to all remedies available at law or equity. 
 
SECTION 711. RULEMAKING 
 
The relevant State regulatory agency may adopt rules pertaining to the required medical 
and mental health evaluations for a gestational agreement.  Until the relevant State 
regulatory agency adopts such rules, medical and mental health evaluations and 
procedures shall be conducted in accordance with the recommended guidelines published 
by the ASRM, SART, and the American College of Obstetricians and Gynecologists 
(ACOG).  The rules may adopt these guidelines or others by reference. 
 
SECTION 712.  IRREVOCABILITY 
 
No action to invalidate a gestational carrier arrangement meeting the requirements of  
paragraph 4 of Section 701 of this Act or to challenge the rights of parentage established 
pursuant to Section 701 of this Act and the relevant State parentage act provisions shall 
be commenced after 12 months from the date of birth of the child.

ARTICLE 8.  PAYMENT TO DONORS AND GESTATIONAL CARRIERS 
 
SECTION 801. REIMBURSEMENT  
 
1. A donor may receive reimbursement for economic losses resulting from the retrieval or 
storage of gametes or embryos and incurred after the donor has entered into a valid 
agreement in a record to be a donor.  

2. Economic losses occurring before the donor has entered into valid agreement in a 
record to be a donor may not be reimbursed, except as provided for in  paragraph 3 
hereof.  

3. Premiums paid for insurance against economic losses directly resulting from the 
retrieval or storage of gametes or embryos for donation may be reimbursed, even if such 
premiums have been paid before the donor has entered into a valid agreement in a record, 
so long as such agreement becomes valid and effective before the gametes or embryos are 
used in assisted reproduction in accordance with the agreement.  

SECTION 802. COMPENSATION 
  
1.  The consideration, if any, paid to a donor or prospective gestational carrier must be 
reasonable and negotiated in good faith between the parties. 
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2. Compensation may not be conditioned upon the purported quality or genome-related 
traits of the gametes or embryos.  

3. Compensation may not be conditioned on actual genotypic or phenotypic 
characteristics of the donor or of the child.  
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ARTICLE 8

GESTATIONAL AGREEMENT

Comment

The longstanding shortage of adoptable children in this country has led many would-be
parents to enlist a gestational mother (previously referred to as a “surrogate mother”) to bear
a child for them. As contrasted with the assisted reproduction regulated by Article 7, which
involves the would-be parent or parents and most commonly one and sometimes two
anonymous donors, the gestational agreement (previously known as a surrogacy agreement)
provided in this article is designed to involve at least three parties; the intended mother and
father and the woman who agrees to bear a child for them through the use of assisted
reproduction (the gestational mother). Additional people may be involved. For example, if
the proposed gestational mother is married, her husband, if any, must be included in the
agreement to dispense with his presumptive paternity of a child born to his wife. Further, an
egg donor or a sperm donor, or both, may be involved, although neither will be joined as a
party to the agreement. Thus, by definition, a child born pursuant to a gestational agreement
will need to have maternity as well as paternity clarified.

The subject of gestational agreements was last addressed by the National Conference of
Commissioners on Uniform State Laws in 1988 with the adoption of the UNIFORM STATUS
OF CHILDREN OF ASSISTED CONCEPTION ACT (USCACA). Because some Commissioners
believed that such agreements should be prohibited, while others believed that such
agreements should be allowed, but regulated, USCACA offered two alternatives on the
subject; either to regulate such activities through a judicial review process or to void such
contracts. As might have been predicted, the only two states to enact USCACA selected
opposite options; Virginia chose to regulate such agreements, while North Dakota opted to
void them. 

In the years since the promulgation of USCACA (and virtual de facto rejection of that
Act), approximately one-half of the states developed statutory or case law on the issue. Of
those, about one-half recognized such agreements, and the other half rejected them. A survey
in December, 2000, revealed a wide variety of approaches: eleven states allow gestational
agreements by statute or case law; six states void such agreements by statute; eight states do
not ban agreements per se, but statutorily ban compensation to the gestational mother, which
as a practical matter limits the likelihood of agreement to close relatives; and two states
judicially refuse to recognize such agreements. In states rejecting gestational agreements, the
legal status of children born pursuant to such an agreement is uncertain. If gestational
agreements are voided or criminalized, individuals determined to become parents through
this method will seek a friendlier legal forum. This raises a host of legal issues. For example,
a couple may return to their home state with a child born as the consequence of a gestational
agreement recognized in another state. This presents a full faith and credit question if their
home state has a statute declaring gestational agreements to be void or criminal.

Despite the legal uncertainties, thousands of children are born each year pursuant to
gestational agreements. One thing is clear; a child born under these circumstances is entitled
to have its status clarified. Therefore, NCCUSL once again ventured into this controversial
subject, withdrawing USCACA and substituting bracketed Article 8 of the new UPA. The
article incorporates many of the USCACA provisions allowing validation and enforcement of
gestational agreements, along with some important modifications. The article is bracketed
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because of a concern that state legislatures may decide that they are still not ready to address
gestational agreements, or that they want to treat them differently from what Article 8
provides. States may omit this article without undermining the other provisions of the UPA
(2002).

Article 8's replacement of the USCACA terminology, “surrogate mother,” by “gestational
mother” is important. First, labeling a woman who bears a child a “surrogate” does not
comport with the dictionary definition of the term under any construction, to wit: “a person
appointed to act in the place of another” or “something serving as a substitute.” The term is
especially misleading when “surrogate” refers to a woman who supplies both “egg and
womb,” that is, a woman who is a genetic as well as gestational mother. That combination is
now typically avoided by the majority of ART practitioners in order to decrease the
possibility that a genetic\gestational mother will be unwilling to relinquish her child to
unrelated intended parents. Further, the term “surrogate” has acquired a negative connotation
in American society, which confuses rather than enlightens the discussion.

In contrast, term “gestational mother” is both more accurate and more inclusive. It
applies to both a woman who, through assisted reproduction, performs the gestational
function without being genetically related to a child, and a woman is both the gestational and
genetic mother. The key is that an agreement has been made that the child is to be raised by
the intended parents. The latter practice has elicited disfavor in the ART community, which
has concluded that the gestational mother’s genetic link to the child too often creates
additional emotional and psychological problems in enforcing a gestational agreement.

The new UPA treats entering into a gestational agreement as a significant legal act that
should be approved by a court, just as an adoption is judicially approved. The procedure
established generally follows that of USCACA, but departs from its terms in several
important ways. First, nonvalidated gestational agreements are unenforceable (not void),
thereby providing a strong incentive for the participants to seek judicial scrutiny. Second,
there is no longer a requirement that at least one of the intended parents would be genetically
related to the child born of the gestational agreement. Third, individuals who enter into
nonvalidated gestational agreements and later refuse to adopt the resulting child may be
liable for support of the child.

Although legal recognition of gestational agreements remains controversial, the plain fact
is that medical technologies have raced ahead of the law without heed to the views of the
general public--or legislators. Courts have recently come to acknowledge this reality when
forced to render decisions regarding collaborative reproduction, noting that artificial
insemination, gestational carriers, cloning and gene splicing are part of the present, as well as
of the future. One court predicted that even if all forms of assisted reproduction were
outlawed in a particular state, its courts would still be called upon to decide on the identity of
the lawful parents of a child resulting from those procedures undertaken in less restrictive
states. This court noted:

Again we must call on the Legislature to sort out the parental rights and
responsibilities of those involved in artificial reproduction. No matter what one thinks
of artificial insemination, traditional and gestational surrogacy (in all of its
permutations) and--as now appears in the not-too-distant future, cloning and even
gene splicing--courts are still going to be faced with the problem of determining
lawful parentage. A child cannot be ignored. Even if all the means of artificial
reproduction were outlawed with draconian criminal penalties visited on the doctors
and parties involved, courts would still be called upon to decide who the lawful
parents are and who--other than the taxpayers--is obligated to provide maintenance
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and support for the child. These cases will not go away. Again we must call on the
Legislature to sort out the parental rights and responsibilities of those involved in
artificial reproduction. Courts can continue to make decisions on an ad hoc basis
without necessarily imposing some grand scheme. Or, the Legislature can act to
impose a broader order which, even though it might not be perfect on a case-by-case
basis, would bring some predictability to those who seek to make use of artificial
reproductive techniques.

SECTION 801. GESTATIONAL AGREEMENT AUTHORIZED.

(a) A prospective gestational mother, her husband if she is married, a donor or the

donors, and the intended parents may enter into a written agreement providing that:

(1) the prospective gestational mother agrees to pregnancy by means of assisted

reproduction;

(2) the prospective gestational mother, her husband if she is married, and the

donors relinquish all rights and duties as the parents of a child conceived through assisted

reproduction; and

(3) the intended parents become the parents of the child.

(b) The man and the woman who are the intended parents must both be parties to the

gestational agreement.

(c) A gestational agreement is enforceable only if validated as provided in Section

803.

(d) A gestational agreement does not apply to the birth of a child conceived by means

of sexual intercourse.

(e) A gestational agreement may provide for payment of consideration.

(f) A gestational agreement may not limit the right of the gestational mother to make

decisions to safeguard her health or that of the embryos or fetus.

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The previous uniform act on this subject, USCACA, proposed two alternatives, one of

which was to declare that gestational agreements were void. Subsection (a) rejects that

approach. The scientific state of the art and the medical facilities providing the technological

capacity to utilize a woman other than the woman who intends to raise the child to be the

gestational mother, guarantee that such agreements will continue to be written. Subsection

(a) recognizes that certainty and initiates a procedure for its regulation by a judicial officer.

This section permits all of the individuals directly involved in the procedure to enter into a

written agreement; this includes the intended parents, the gestational mother, and her

husband, if she is married. In addition, if known donors are involved, they also must sign the

agreement. The agreement must provide that the intended parents will be the parents of any

child born pursuant to the agreement while all of the others (gestational mother, her husband,

if any, and the donors, as appropriate) relinquish all parental rights and duties.

Under subsection (b), a valid gestational agreement requires that the man and woman

who are the intended parents, whether married or unmarried, to be parties to the gestational

agreement. This reflects the Act’s comprehensive concern for the best interest of nonmarital

as well as marital children born as the result of a gestational agreement. Throughout UPA the

goal is to treat marital and nonmarital children equally.

Subsection (c) provides that in order to be enforceable, the agreement must be validated

by the appropriate court under § 803.

Subsection (e) is intended to shield gestational agreements that include payment of the

gestational mother from challenge under "baby-selling" statutes that prohibit payment of

money to the birth mother for her consent to an adoption.

Subsection (f) is intended to acknowledge that the gestational mother, as a pregnant

woman, has a constitutionally-recognized right to decide issues regarding her prenatal care.

In other words, the intended parents have no right to demand that the gestational mother

undergo any particular medical regimen at their behest.

SECTION 802. REQUIREMENTS OF PETITION.

(a) The intended parents and the prospective gestational mother may commence a

proceeding in the [appropriate court] to validate a gestational agreement.

(b) A proceeding to validate a gestational agreement may not be maintained unless:

(1) the mother or the intended parents have been residents of this State for at least

90 days;

(2) the prospective gestational mother’s husband, if she is married, is joined in the

proceeding; and

(3) a copy of the gestational agreement is attached to the [petition].

Source: USCACA § 6(a).

Sections 802 and 803, the core sections of this article, provide for state involvement,
through judicial oversight, of the gestational agreement before, during, and after the assisted
reproduction process. The purpose of early involvement is to ensure that the parties are
appropriate for a gestational agreement, that they understand the consequences of what they
are about to do, and that the best interests of a child born of the gestational agreement are
considered before the arrangement is validated. The trigger for state involvement is a petition
brought by all the parties to the arrangement requesting a judicial order authorizing the
assisted reproduction contemplated by their agreement. The agreement itself must be
submitted to the court.

To discourage forum shopping, subsection (b)(1) requires that the petition may be filed
only in a state in which the intended parents or the gestational mother have been residents for
at least ninety days.

SECTION 803. HEARING TO VALIDATE GESTATIONAL AGREEMENT.

(a) If the requirements of subsection (b) are satisfied, a court may issue an order

validating the gestational agreement and declaring that the intended parents will be the

parents of a child born during the term of the of the agreement.

(b) The court may issue an order under subsection (a) only on finding that:

(1) the residence requirements of Section 802 have been satisfied and the parties

have submitted to the jurisdiction of the court under the jurisdictional standards of this [Act];

(2) unless waived by the court, the [relevant child-welfare agency] has made a

home study of the intended parents and the intended parents meet the standards of suitability

applicable to adoptive parents;

(3) all parties have voluntarily entered into the agreement and understand its

terms;

(4) adequate provision has been made for all reasonable health-care expense

associated with the gestational agreement until the birth of the child, including responsibility

for those expenses if the agreement is terminated; and

(5) the consideration, if any, paid to the prospective gestational mother is

reasonable.

This pre-conception authorization process for a gestational agreement is roughly
analogous to prevailing adoption procedures in place in most states. Just as adoption
contemplates the transfer of parentage of a child from the birth parents to the adoptive
parents, a gestational agreement involves the transfer from the gestational mother to the
intended parents. The Act is designed to protect the interests of the child to be born under the
gestational agreement as well as the interests of the gestational mother and the intended
parents. 

In contrast to USCACA (1988) § 1(3), there is no requirement that at least one of the
intended parents be genetically related to the child born of a gestational agreement.
Similarly, the likelihood that the gestational mother will also be the genetic mother is not
directly addressed in the new Act, while USCACA (1988) apparently assumed that such a
fact pattern would be typical. Experience with the intractable problems caused by such a
combination has dissuaded the majority of fertility laboratories from following that practice.
See In re Matter of Baby M., 537 A.2d 1227 (N.J. 1988).

This section seeks to protect the interests of the child in several ways. The major
protection of the child is the authorization procedure itself. The Act requires closely
supervised gestational arrangements to ensure the security and well being of the child. Once
a petition has been filed, subsection (a) permits--but does not require--the court to validate a
gestational agreement. If it validates, the court must declare that the intended parents will be
the parents of any child born pursuant to, and during the term of, the agreement.

Subsection (b) requires the court to make five separate findings before validating the
agreement. Subsection (b)(1) requires the court to ensure that the 90-day residency
requirement of § 802 has been satisfied and that it has jurisdiction over the parties;

Under subsection(b)(2), the court will be informed of the results of a home study of the
intended parents who must satisfy the suitability standards required of prospective adoptive
parents. 

The interests of all the parties are protected by subsection (b)(3), which is designed to
protect the individuals involved from the possibility of overreaching or fraud. The court must
find that all parties consented to the gestational agreement with full knowledge of what they
agreed to do, which necessarily includes relinquishing the resulting child to the intended
parents who are obligated to accept the child.

The requirement of assurance of health-care expenses until birth of the resulting child
imposed by subsection (b)(4) further protects the gestational mother.

Finally, subsection (b)(5) mandates that the court find that compensation of the
gestational mother, if any, is reasonable in amount.

Section 803, spells out detailed requirements for the petition and the findings that must
be made before an authorizing order can be issued, but nowhere states the consequences of
violations of the rules. Because of the variety of types of violations that could possibly occur,
a bright-line rule concerning the effect of such violations is inappropriate. The consequences
of a failure to abide by the rules of this section are left to a case-by-case determination. A
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court should be guided by the Act’s intention to permit gestational agreements and the
equities of a particular situation. Note that § 806 provides a period for termination of the
agreement and vacating of the order. The discovery of a failure to abide by the rules of § 803
would certainly provide an occasion for terminating the agreement. On the other hand, if a
failure to abide by the rules of § 803 is discovered by a party during a time when § 806
termination is permissible, failure to seek termination might be an appropriate reason to estop
the party from later seeking to overturn or ignore the § 803 order.
(Comment updated December 2002)

SECTION 804. INSPECTION OF RECORDS. The proceedings, records, and

identities of the individual parties to a gestational agreement under this [article] are subject to

inspection under the standards of confidentiality applicable to adoptions as provided under

other law of this State.

Comment

The procedures involved in this article are exceptionally personal, thereby warranting
protection from invasions of privacy. Adoption records provide a suitable model for these
records.

SECTION 805. EXCLUSIVE, CONTINUING JURISDICTION. Subject to the

jurisdictional standards of [Section 201 of the Uniform Child Custody Jurisdiction and

Enforcement Act], the court conducting a proceeding under this [article] has exclusive,

continuing jurisdiction of all matters arising out of the gestational agreement until a child

born to the gestational mother during the period governed by the agreement attains the age of

180 days.

This section is designed to minimize the possibility of parallel litigation in different states
and the consequent risk of childnapping for strategic purposes. The court that validated the
gestational agreement will have authority to enforce the gestational agreement until the child
is 180 days old. Note that only the parentage issues and enforcement issues are covered;
collateral matters, such as custody, visitation, and child support are not covered by this Act.
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SECTION 806. TERMINATION OF GESTATIONAL AGREEMENT.

(a) After issuance of an order under this [article], but before the prospective

gestational mother becomes pregnant by means of assisted reproduction, the prospective

gestational mother, her husband, or either of the intended parents may terminate the

gestational agreement by giving written notice of termination to all other parties.

(b) The court for good cause shown may terminate the gestational agreement.

(c) An individual who terminates a gestational agreement shall file notice of the

termination with the court. On receipt of the notice, the court shall vacate the order issued

under this [article]. An individual who does not notify the court of the termination of the

agreement is subject to appropriate sanctions.

(d) Neither a prospective gestational mother nor her husband, if any, is liable to the

intended parents for terminating a gestational agreement pursuant to this section.

Subsection (a) permits a party to terminate a gestational agreement after the authorization
order by canceling the arrangement before the pregnancy has been established. This provides
for cancellation during a time when the interests of the parties would not be unduly
prejudiced by termination. By definition, the procreation process has not begun. The
intended parents certainly have an expectation interest during this time, but the nature of this
interest is little different from that which they would have while they were attempting to
create a pregnancy through traditional means. In contrast to the next subsection, termination
of the agreement does not require “good cause.”

Subsection (b) gives the court the right to cancel the agreement for cause, which is left
undefined.

Under subsection (c) a party who wishes to terminate the agreement must inform the
other parties in writing, and must also file notice with the court. The court must then vacate
the order validating the agreement. An individual who does not notify the court of his/her
termination of the agreement is subject to sanction.

USCACA § 7(b) specifically dealt with termination of a “surrogacy agreement” by a
gestational mother who provided the egg for the assisted conception. This possibility is not
repeated in the new UPA because there is only a remote likelihood that an agreement for the
gestational mother to furnish the egg will be countenanced. Assisted reproduction, as
generally conducted by medical facilities today, disapproves of that practice.

Subsection (d) provides that before pregnancy a gestational mother is not liable to the
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intended parents for terminating the agreement. Although the new Act does not explicitly
provide for termination of the agreement after pregnancy. Several sections deal with this
issue under certain described circumstances. Section 801(f) recognizes that the gestational
mother has plenary power to decide issues of her health and the health of the fetus. Sections
803(a) and 807(a) direct that the intended parents are in fact the parents of the child with an
enforceable right to the possession of the child.

SECTION 807. PARENTAGE UNDER VALIDATED GESTATIONAL

AGREEMENT.

(a) Upon birth of a child to a gestational mother, the intended parents shall file notice

with the court that a child has been born to the gestational mother within 300 days after

assisted reproduction. Thereupon, the court shall issue an order:

(1) confirming that the intended parents are the parents of the child ;

(2) if necessary, ordering that the child be surrendered to the intended parents;

and

(3) directing the [agency maintaining birth records] to issue a birth certificate

naming the intended parents as parents of the child.

(b) If the parentage of a child born to a gestational mother is alleged not to be the

result of assisted reproduction, the court shall order genetic testing to determine the

parentage of the child.

(c) If the intended parents fail to file notice required under subsection (a), the

gestational mother or the appropriate State agency may file notice with the court that a child

has been born to the gestational mother within 300 days after assisted reproduction. Upon

proof of a court order issued pursuant to Section 803 validating the gestational agreement,

the court shall order the intended parents are the parents of the child and are financially

responsible for the child.

Under subsection (a), the intended parents of a child born pursuant to an approved
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gestational agreement within 300 days of the use of assisted reproduction are deemed to be

the legal parents if the order under § 803 is still in effect. Notice of the birth of the child must

be filed by the intended parents. On receipt of the notice, the court shall issue an order

confirming that the intended parents are the legal parents of the child and direct the issuance

of a birth certificate to confirm the court’s determination. If necessary, the court may also

order the gestational mother to surrender the child to the intended parents.

Subsection (c) clarifies the remedies available if the intended parents refuse to accept a

child who is born as the result of a gestational agreement.

SECTION 808. GESTATIONAL AGREEMENT: EFFECT OF SUBSEQUENT

MARRIAGE.

After the issuance of an order under this [article], subsequent marriage of the gestational

mother does not affect the validity of a gestational agreement, her husband’s consent to the

agreement is not required, and her husband is not a presumed father of the resulting child.

Source: USCACA § 9.

If, after the original court order validates the gestational agreement, the gestational

mother marries, the gestational agreement continues to be valid and the consent of her new

husband is not required. The new husband is neither a party to the original action nor the

presumed father of a resulting child, and therefore ought not be burdened with the status of

parent unless he is the genetic father or chooses to adopt the child.

SECTION 809. EFFECT OF NONVALIDATED GESTATIONAL AGREEMENT.

(a) A gestational agreement, whether in a record or not, that is not judicially validated

is not enforceable.

(b) If a birth results under a gestational agreement that is not judicially validated as

provided in this [article], the parent-child relationship is determined as provided in [Article]

2.

(c) Individuals who are parties to a nonvalidated gestational agreement as intended

parents may be held liable for support of the resulting child, even if the agreement is

otherwise unenforceable. The liability under this subsection includes assessing all expenses
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and fees as provided in Section 636.]

This section distinguishes between an unenforceable agreement and a prohibited one.
Given the widespread use of assisted reproductive technologies in modern society, the Act
attempts only to regularize the parentage aspects of the science, not to regulate the practice of
assisted reproduction. If individuals choose to ignore the protections afforded gestational
agreements by the Act, parentage questions will remain when a child is born as a result of an
nonvalidated gestational agreement. The Act provides no legal assistance to the intended
parents. The gestational mother is denominated the mother irrespective of the source of the
eggs, and donors of either eggs or sperm are not parents of the child. Notwithstanding the
fact that the intended parents in a nonvalidated agreement may not enforce that agreement,
subsection (c) provides that a court may hold the intended parents to an obligation to support
the resulting child of the unenforceable agreement.

Under USCACA (1988), agreements that were not approved were declared “void.” Under
the new UPA, a nonapproved agreement is “unenforceable.” The result may be virtually the
same in some instances. As under the prior Act, the gestational mother is the mother of a
child conceived through assisted reproduction if the gestational agreement has not been
judicially approved as provided in this article. Her husband, if he is a party to such
agreement, is presumed to be the father. If the gestational mother's husband is not a party to
the agreement, or if she is unmarried, paternity of the child will be left to existing law, if any.
If the mother decides to keep the child, the intended parents have no recourse. If the parties
agree that the intended parents will raise the child, adoption is the only means through which
they may become the legal parents of the child will be through adoption.
